THE ORDER BOOK OF THE APPIN REGIMENT

"Orders 4th Jany. 1745/6.  Parole James & London.

     The Army to be in Readiness to Morrow in the forenoon when the Pipe plays which is to be the Signet of An Immediate March But the Pipe is not to play to these be at Special Order.   Athols Brigade has the Vann of the Foot.  The 3rd Battallion of which is to Carry the Royal Standard.   Ogilvie Next to Athol; Perth, Jn Roy Stewart, Glanbucket, Manchester, Glangary, Clanrolands, Keppock, Appine, Lochall, Cluny the Rear of the whole Foot.  Life Guards the vann of the Horse to be before Athols Brigade.   Hussars on the Skirts of the Army, Kilmarnacks & Cluines the Rear.   Pitshgoes the Rear of the Whole Army.   The whole Artillery & Ammunition in Glanbuckets Rear.  The Baggage to be Altogether Either in Front or Rear As they shall Receive Orders befor Marching.  All the Officers in each Regiment to keep their Respective Ranks & to Continue their Men Accordingly.

Orders Jany. 6th 1745/6.  Robert & Bruce.

     In case of An Alarm last Night Orders to be Obeyd both As to pipes playing & Bells Ringing & the place of Rendezvouse to be In the Inclosure Opposite to the Guard in the Road leading to Edingh.   Notwithstanding the Orders of  last Night that No Man should to the Country but would be Reputed  plunderers, Several Complaints have been Entered this day that Abuses Still Continue.  The Colos. & Particular Officers are to take particular Care that the like do not happen for the future otherwise they will be Lyable.  Clanroland with An Officer of each Battallion here Will be On Horse back to Morrow at Ld.  Georges Quarters to Receive further Instructions.   Kappock furnishes the Guard to Morrow.  Several  Complaints having been Made that the Men do not pay for what they  Call for in their Quarters,  Its Recommended to All Officers of the Regiments to take great Care that they pay duly Otherwise they shall be  Made.  It is Desired that the Colos. or Commanding officers of Each Regimt. to give in a  Signd  list  of  All Their Sick that is not in Conditions to  March to Ld. George.

Orders 12th Jany. 1745/6.  Gordon & Airth.

     The former Orders is to be punctually Observed in Case of An Alarm To Witt.  The Bell to Ring, & the piper at the Main Gd. to play, Upon Which all their  pipers  are to play,  And the place of Rendezvous on the Dovecoat Croft Opposite to Ld. Killmarnacks House.  The 2nd part of yesterdays Orders is Also to be Observed And in Case of A March Under Night, the Order of March as in the Third  paragraph  to which two paragraphs you are Referr'd  The Majors  are  to Call  at Ld.  George Murrays Quarters this Evening at 7 In Case of any further Orders.  Glangary Relieves their Own Men Upon the Guard to Morrow.

Orders 15th Jany. 1745/6.  Andrew & Scotland.

     The Whole Army As Well Horse as Foot Except  the  Regiments that were Mentioned  yesterday  Are  to be At the Break of day to Morrow On the  Same  of Field of Battle that they were Assembl'd On to day,  the Regimts. will follow the Same Order & Rank they were in.  Lochall's Regimt: Relieves H.R.H. Guard to Morrow,  Each Regimt. of Foot is to furnish two Men for Every hundred  that his Regimt. is Compos'd of to Stay Constantly with the Commissary to help him & to get in Provisions those Men must be Chosen.   The Colos. May Call them to their Respective Regiments On the day of Battle but Not Otherwise Unless they Relieve them,  The  Regiments  will  keep  their Guards On Their  Quarters  As  it  was Recommended last Night And Patrole Regularly.  There is Always to be An Orderly Sergt. from Each Regimt. at H.R.H. Quarters & An Orderly Man from Each Troop of Horse.   An Officer & 12 of the Horse Gronadiers, the Like Number of Huzars are to Patrole from their Quarters On the Road Towards Glasgow & On the Road towards Falkirk.  An Officer & 12 of Balmourives Troop of Life Guards, The like Number  of  Pitshgoes Horses are to Assemble at 10 O Clock this Night Near the Town of Pleans where Cluine's Regimt. is Quartered which is Near the High Road from Stirling to Torewood.  This Regimt. will furnish Them with 2 Officers & 30 Men they are all to patrole from the Hour they Assemble Until 8 in the Morning from the Said Town Or Village of Pleans On the Road of Falkirk Untill they pass the Torewood, Where they will take Care before they will enter the pass of Torewood to let some foot at Each Side of the Walls facing, least It should be Occupied by the Enemy.   The Frazors are to furnish An officer & 30 Men On the Guard of Artillery.

Orders 16 January 1745/6.  Henry & Falkirk.

     Appines Regimt: is to depart to Morrow from their Quarters To Come On the field of Battle where they were this day  They are to Patrole this Night  with An Officer & 20 Men And a Detachment of Perths Shire Horse On the Road that Leads to Falkirk this Patrole to Continue Until half An hour of Day In Case the Enemy  Came to Attack Either Appines Regimt: or Perthshires Horse They are to Support One Another & give Notice Immediately to His R.H. & to the Troops that are in the Neighbourhood,  In Case the Horse was Attack'd they are to Retire Under the Protection of the Castle where the foot is quartered & those posts to Communicate with the Regimts: that are in the Neighbourhood   They are to take at least 3 Meals Provisions with them When they'l March to the Field of Battle.

Orders 18th Janry. 1745/6.  Richard & Edinburgh.

     The Army will keep it Self in Readiness to Morrow to March at an hours warning.   They  will Receive their Orders in the morning   Every Major is to give A List of his Killed & Wounded at the Battle   They are to Advertise the Soldiers that those that Brings in Gunns Swords or Pistols shall be Rewarded for them.  They are All to keep their Arms in good Order In Case of any Action.  An officer & 15 of Elchoes Troop as Many of Pitshgoes Will Patrole this Night On the Road from hence to Lithgoe.   The Troops are to provide Provisions for themselves for A Day at least.   The Picquets will Relieve his R.H. Guard, the Main Guard etc.
