"... The Party for our Payments went from hence this Morning at 6, by whom the Prisoners mentioned in my former letter were Sent, with orders to be conducted from  Falkirk to Linlithgow by Barrells and there deliver'd to Leighs Party  to be carried to Edenborough.   Your Lordsps two Men here in the Provoes went with them at the same time, but not as Prisoners, but with my Pass to join Your Lordsps at Edenborough.

 ... Two Droves of Black Cattle went thro' this Town Yesterday to the Fair at Falkirk; they belong to the McLeods, and were Escorted by Men with Arms as Your Lordsps Pass directs, otherwise their Arms should have been taken from them, and the Men Secured for a further Examination."
