  Unfortunately the State has changed both the Plumbing and HVAC Continuing Education requirements. Starting 1/1/10 Plumbing will only allow a maximum of four hours safety training and the HVAC department will only allow four hours safety training starting 02/2010. 


   We apologize for the inconvenience these changes may cause you. We were informed of these changes 12/2/2009 which has resulted in us being somewhat unprepared.


  Every effort will be made to try to offer classes that maximize your time and efforts.

With that being said, I challenge all Journeymen working in Local 452 to be a mentor & teach not only our apprentices but new members good work & attendance habits. With this influx of new apprentices, we are currently seeking a new facility to house the 140+ apprentices we have in attendance now. The Local 452 Building Committee has looked at several properties in Fayette Co & we have currently put in an offer to Fayette Co School Board on South Side Technical School located on Harrodsburg Rd. This property is by far the best fit for us, with a fresh coat of paint and a few modifications we could be having school there in September.


We currently have full employment & around 100 travelers working within Local 452 jurisdiction. The bulk of the work going is at UK & will continue for another 1 to 2 years. We have several other projects going on now with a lot of manhours left to work. We also have several projects that are going out for bid soon, like a new USDA facility that will be built on UK Campus, 465 megawatts coming to Dix Dam, Toyota Mavrick project, Burnside Power Plant, Methane Recovery project in Lily KY, Corning Glass, UPI Fab Shop, several other projects at UK & around the area. Not to mention the potential Data Center proposed for Mercer Co & the New UK Hospital.
