Add Pizzaz to Your Kitchen

Island Getaway:

Counter Argument:

For the traveler, that 
refreshment might include a warm meal.Today, one can make the entire trip by auto in less than half an hour, but the Half Way 
House is still a great spot for a warm meal. The Half Way House, which has also served as  Union headquar-ters for a short period of time during the Civil War, is a popular restaurant that has been owned and operated by Rick and Sue Young for about 40 years.

While one can’t literally return to days of yore when such dignitaries as George Washington, Patrick Henry and the Marquis de Lafayette dined there, you can enjoy authentic dining spaces with candlelight and fireplaces, which serve to create an authentic feel as you feast on traditional Southern fare. Swift Creek Mill Theatre – Less than 10 miles south of the Half Way House at 17401 Emancipation Hwy, in Southern Chesterfield, sits one of the old-est structures in America. The building, which since 1965 has housed the Swift Creek Mill The-atre, dates back to around 1663, when it was built to serve as a grist mill. The theatre is one of the earliest dinner theaters in the country and as guests make their way to the dining area and/or the theater they find themselves walking amidst timber and stones that date back more than 300 years. Currently, the theater is present-ing a musical mystery farce, “Murder for Two,” which runs through February 26.
