Glen Allen Craft Cocktail

If you just want a drink, there are plenty of bars and restaurants throughout the area, or 

you can buy your liquor as well as your mixer of choice and do it yourself. However, there 

are times when you want something special. A craft cocktail can certainly be something 

special? So, what is a craft cocktail, you may ask? 

When you think of a craftsman, you might think of an artist. There are some bartenders 

who practice the art of crafting a drink with a great amount of care. Often they make their own 

simple syrups as well as the various bitters used in their cocktail creations. Some bartend-

ers (or mixologists) even give attention to the ice cube and use different cubes for different 

drinks. There are several craft cocktail bars around town. We went in search of a couple that 

are near you. Here’s what we found.

Ya Ya’s Cookbook (Downtown Short Pump Shopping Center, 11674 W. Broad St.) , 

which is run by the same family that has been serving up fantastic Thai cuisine for over 20 

years at Mom’s Siam restaurant in Carytown, has long been my second favorite Thai restau-

rant. Mom’s Siam still tops my personal list. Both restaurants have similar menus, howev-

er, Ya Ya’s also offers a variety of Asian fusion 

dishes, as well as sushi. 

Ya Ya’s also has what is inarguably one of 

the Far West End’s coolest bar scenes. It was 

my first stop in my search for a great craft 

cocktail.

I was able to double my pleasure and dou-

ble my fun when bar manager Tanya Smith 

and bartender Logan Porter each prepared a 

cocktail for me. 

Logan prepared the White Lady, a quite 

refreshing cocktail made with Cirrus vodka, 

white cranberry juice, lime and an orange li-

queur. Logan says the drink is similar 

to the Cosmopolitan, but the citrus in-

Get Ready for the Unexpected  
With a Disaster Go Bag

Don’t think you need an emergency kit?  Think again, say families who needed one.

Flashlights, jugs of bottled water, a first aid kit, and ready-to-eat meal packs line the Jones living room floor. The family isn’t going camping—they’re preparing for disaster by putting together a “go bag.”
Martin and Caroline Jones never used to worry about natural disasters, north Georgia town of Jasper but after the hurricanes, tornadoes, and ice storms of 2020, they don’t want to leave anything to chance for their two children.
Preparing in advance with a disaster-ready kit has helped families nationwide through ex-treme and abnormal weather events, which experts warn are on the rise. 

“Having a personal preparedness plan 
increases your chances of staying safe,” 
according to a training program from the 
Columbia University’s National Center for 
Disaster Preparedness. 

Jolted awake by a neighbor’s urgent 
knocking, Aaron and Jacqueline Pate were 
horrified to see the encroaching flames 
of the fast-moving Woolsey fire that had 
been miles away when they went to bed. It 
burned to within 100 feet of their Westlake 
Village home in 2018 as part of California’s 
deadliest wildfire season on record.“Because we had go bags, we weren’t running around trying to pack things at the last min-ute,” said Jacqueline. “We had the time we needed to comfort our kids and get everyone safely into the car.”

The Pates credited the disaster-preparedness help they received as Jehovah’s Witnesses, both through periodic reminders at their congregation meetings and from tips for putting together go bags on the organization’s website, www.jw.org. “Life is precious, so we encourage all to heed the Bible’s advice to take practical steps to protect ourselves from danger,” said Robert Hendriks III, spokesman for Jehovah’s Witnesses in the United States.
Go bags also have proven useful in the opposite circumstances as “stay bags.”When February’s Winter Storm Uri left millions of Texans without heat, electricity, and running water, many go bags there saw their first-ever use outside of hurricane season. Houston residents Dan and Rhiannon Muey’s advance preparation enabled them to shel-ter in place for days, even as many in their area braved treacherous road conditions to scour barren store shelves for supplies. 

“Our hurricane ‘go bags’ became our winter storm ‘stay bags,’ but we were so glad we had them,” said Dan. “Instead of waiting in lines for hours to get basics like drinking water, we already had what we needed.”
The Gauthier family regularly sit down to review and replenish the family’s emergency supplies. Their efforts paid off last August when Hurricane Laura hit them in Lake Charles, Louisiana.
“Having our go bags allowed us to act faster,” said father-of-two Matthew. “If we had to start from scratch it would’ve slowed us down a lot.” 
Disaster-preparedness suggestions and tips for putting together a go bag are available from FEMA at Ready.gov. A wealth of information on the subject can also be found at JW.org, the official website of Jehovah’s Witnesses.

While these experiences are described by families from across the U.S., it’s becoming more and more evident that unpredictable weather patterns due to climate change are resulting in not only an increase in natural disas-ters, but in the frequency in which they occur and the localities being affected. No matter where we reside in the U.S. a go bag is a must for every family.

gredients give the White Lady more of a summertime by-the beach feel. The golf ball-like ice cube, into which a Thai orchid has been frozen, was a nice touch.  From an aesthetic standpoint, Tanya thought another cocktail, Jane’s Addiction, would work well sitting next to the white lady in the photograph. I don’t’ have an eye for color, but I can tell you that both drinks tasted great together or separately, for that matter. The second drink features Tito’s vodka, hibiscus syrup, cranberry and lemon juice, plus an egg white to create a delicious, frothy masterpiece.
Tanya tells me that Mom’s son, Sonny Kiatsuranon, creates all the simple syrups in house. As for the food, she says that Mom keeps a tight control over all the recipes, which explains why in the couple of decades that I’ve been eating her delicious fare, both here and at Mom’s Siam, I’ve never had anything less than an excellent meal. During Happy Hour, which runs from 3 until 6:30 daily, classic cocktails are only $6. Pre-mium cocktails are $8 off. Drafts and wine are offered at a $2 discount during that time. There are some excellent discounts on many of the appetizers, as well, including green curry mus-sels or spicy basil mussels for $6 and a buck off on maki rolls. For great food and amazing craft cocktails, Ya Ya’s is always a winner.

Less than two miles from Ya Ya’s is 
another locally owned restaurant, West Coast Provisions (301 
Maltby Blvd., in Greengate) that puts 
craftmanship into their drinks. Head 
bartender Emily Sharpe tells me that 
the restaurant is known for its use of  
fresh ingredients in both the food and 
the drinks. All of the simple syrups are 
house made. 

The food is “West coast inspired,” 
she says. Even the cocktail, which she 
prepared, has somewhat of a Califor-
nia feel. It’s the Hibiscus Sparkler and 
it truly sparkles thanks to one of its in-
gredients, Prosecco. Other ingredients 
include tequila, homemade hibiscus 
simple syrup and triple sec.

Although, she didn’t prepare one for 
my visit, Emily tells me that old fash-
ioneds are her specialty. I’ll have to try 
one on my next visit.

The menu offers a number of excel-
lent seafood dishes including black-
ened mahi mahi, roasted rockfish and crab cakes. But fear not, there are some entrees for the beef lover, too.

Speaking of food, the Happy Hour menu features a variety of truly exceptional appetizer specials as well as drink specials. Here is a sampling of their Happy Hour deals, which run from 2 to 6 p.m. weekdays.
