I had an opportunity to sit down with the Chesterfield 

native in Jadean’s Barbecue Restaurant (1126 West-

briar Dr.), which he operates with his long-time partner, 

Janet Chamberlayne. Janet’s the “Ja” in Jadean’s.

Dean’s first venture in the restaurant business was Blue 

Water Seafood, which he ran nearly 50 years ago. At that time, he bought a smoker, which he 

used to roast oysters. 

A short while later, Dean went into business with some family members and opened the 

Stratford Grill on Forest Hill Avenue. That’s where he met Janet, who was somewhat of 

a regular at the restaurant.

Spring Is Right Around the Corner
RECIPE

OSO  
WHITE BEAN 
CHILI

How comforting would a hot bowl of White Bean Chili be on a frosty February day? This savory dish combines the heartiness of white beans with the flavorful tastes of Oso sweet onions, the Vidalia’s South American cousin. The onions are not only delicious but they’re healthful, too. Research has shown that onions have antihistamine and it is believed that they offer a promising asthma treatment. Additionally, onions have 25 compounds that lower blood pressure and cholesterol, prevent thrombosis, inhibit strokes and battle heart disease, says the American Heart Association. Plus, the antioxidants and flavonoids found in onions don’t lose their potency once cooked. This makes them ideal for slow-cooked recipes.

INGREDIENTS
1 bag dried white beans
2 Oso Sweet Onions
1/2 cup Garlic (chopped)
1 pound ground chicken or turkey
1 cup celery (chopped)
1 tsp Oregano

1/4 cup Olive oil
2 each large green mild chili (deseeded)
2 quarts chicken stock or water (to cover)
2 tsp Cumin

PREPARATION
Sauté onions, garlic, celery, chilies, chicken/turkey for 10 minutes on medium heat. Add half of the chicken stock. Then add salt, pepper, oregano and cumin and simmer for 45 minutes. Then adjust with the remaining chicken stock. Combine all ingredients in crock pot or large heavy-bottomed pot, bring to a boil and then simmer overnight, or 8 hours.
Puree 1 cup beans for a thicker chili and serve. Garnish with shredded cheese, fresh cilantro, tarragon or basil, chopped Tabasco peppers, raw chopped Oso Sweet onions or hot sauce.

Folks (foodie-folks, especially) are always bragging about Downtown Richmond’s amaz-ing food scene, and for good reason. But downtown ain’t got nothing on Goochland. Here’s an update on some of the great non-chain local spots that I’ve visited recently.
LOVE IS IN THE FARE: Most of the restaurant folks are gearing up for Valentine’s Day. That is coming up soon, isn’t it? While their romantic menus were not finalized when I visited, here is what I learned:

Owner Sharon Farmer was working on a special Valentine’s Day menu at the Pickel Barrel 
at 12912 Plaza Dr.   She tells me that there’ll be a lot to 
love. I’m sure. There always is at this popular restau-
rant that specializes in good, down-home cooking.  
Sharon will be serving up her chocolate cake, plus 
her fantastic homemade banana pudding. You can’t 
go wrong with either. 

Every time I take someone to the Pickel Barrel, they 
fall in love, not with me; with the restaurant.Nearby, at 36 Broadstreet Road, in the Food Lion 

shopping center, you’ll find a relatively new addi-
tion to the county’s dining scene, Amici di Enzo’s. 
Fans of the old Amici’s in Carytown have probably 
already discovered Carlo Gaione’s new place. Carlo 
will be serving a tantalizing three-course dinner on 
Valentine’s Day as well as on Friday and Saturday 
nights (February 14 – 16). There are plenty of op-
tions, such as the Linguine ai Gamberoni, which 
features jumbo shrimp, garlic and basil in a white 
wine and tomato sauce.

Save room for dessert. You have several choices including sea-salt caramel cheesecake.With so much good food, you may need a little exercise. Carlo tells me that they’re doing line dancing every Saturday night. When the restaurant brings back its popular live music on Friday and Saturday nights in March, he says the line dancing will move to Thursday nights.

LET’S DO BRUNCH: If you’re looking 
for the perfect brunch, head out to Lola’s 
Farmhouse Bistro (1840 Manakin Road, 
Manakin), Chef/owner Tommy Hussey 
is preparing some amazing dishes. Every 
Sunday from 10 a.m. until 2 p.m., enjoy a 
variety of great brunch fare, such as one of 
three Eggs Benedict dishes. Tommy’s wife Ronnie, who runs the front of the house, tells me that in addition to the classic Eggs Benedict featuring Virginia ham, there’s also the Country-style version (poached eggs and a sausage patty on a homemade biscuit, topped with sausage gravy). Then, there’s the Butter Poached Salmon Eggs Benedict served on a puff pastry with a side of organic grits.The eggs are organic, too, and free range and if you want to try something a little special, enjoy brunching on organic, free-range duck eggs. The ducks live right behind the restaurant. This is a farmhouse, you know.

There’s a lot more on the menu, which you can peruse at LolasFarmhouseBistro.com.

EXTRA-ORDINARY: There really is nothing 
ordinary about Tanglewood Ordinary, one 
of my longtime favorite restaurants, located a 
2210 River Road in Maidens. Did you realize 
that this wonderful restaurant has been open 
for 33 years? 

When I first started going out there, it seemed 
like you drove forever out in the country. Not 
anymore. The city is moving out that way. The 
restaurant is only 11 miles west of Route 288 on 
Route 6. 

 While the place has plenty of regulars, lots 
of new folks are now discovering Tanglewood 
Ordinary, which has as its tagline “Home of Grandmother’s Sunday Dinner…And More.” It is like eating at Granma’s and my Granma could fry a mean chicken. Tanglewood’s fried chicken is second to none. If you just went for the chicken and mashed potatoes, you’d leave a happy man (or woman or child.) But there is so much more. It’s served family style. Did someone mention seconds?

Anne Hardwick, who owns the restaurant with her husband Jim, tells me that they’re put-ting together a special Valentine’s Day menu that will include a chocolate-lovers dessert. Speaking of special events, Anne says that they’re also working on bringing back their very popular historical dinners. Last year, guests had the opportunity to spend an evening with a civil war general or an evening with James Madison or Mark Twain. Pretty cool, eh? Well, they’ll be doing that again this year.
