Get Ready for the Unexpected  
With a Disaster Go Bag

Don’t think you need an emergency kit?  Think again, say families who needed one.

Flashlights, jugs of bottled water, a first aid kit, and ready-to-eat meal packs line the Jones living room floor. The family isn’t going camping—they’re preparing for disaster by putting together a “go bag.”
Martin and Caroline Jones never used to worry about natural disasters, north Georgia town of Jasper but after the hurricanes, tornadoes, and ice storms of 2020, they don’t want to leave anything to chance for their two children.
Preparing in advance with a disaster-ready kit has helped families nationwide through ex-treme and abnormal weather events, which experts warn are on the rise. 

“Having a personal preparedness plan 
increases your chances of staying safe,” 
according to a training program from the 
Columbia University’s National Center for 
Disaster Preparedness. 

Jolted awake by a neighbor’s urgent 
knocking, Aaron and Jacqueline Pate were 
horrified to see the encroaching flames 
of the fast-moving Woolsey fire that had 
been miles away when they went to bed. It 
burned to within 100 feet of their Westlake 
Village home in 2018 as part of California’s 
deadliest wildfire season on record.“Because we had go bags, we weren’t running around trying to pack things at the last min-ute,” said Jacqueline. “We had the time we needed to comfort our kids and get everyone safely into the car.”

The Pates credited the disaster-preparedness help they received as Jehovah’s Witnesses, both through periodic reminders at their congregation meetings and from tips for putting together go bags on the organization’s website, www.jw.org. “Life is precious, so we encourage all to heed the Bible’s advice to take practical steps to protect ourselves from danger,” said Robert Hendriks III, spokesman for Jehovah’s Witnesses in the United States.
Go bags also have proven useful in the opposite circumstances as “stay bags.”When February’s Winter Storm Uri left millions of Texans without heat, electricity, and running water, many go bags there saw their first-ever use outside of hurricane season. Houston residents Dan and Rhiannon Muey’s advance preparation enabled them to shel-ter in place for days, even as many in their area braved treacherous road conditions to scour barren store shelves for supplies. 

“Our hurricane ‘go bags’ became our winter storm ‘stay bags,’ but we were so glad we had them,” said Dan. “Instead of waiting in lines for hours to get basics like drinking water, we already had what we needed.”
The Gauthier family regularly sit down to review and replenish the family’s emergency supplies. Their efforts paid off last August when Hurricane Laura hit them in Lake Charles, Louisiana.
“Having our go bags allowed us to act faster,” said father-of-two Matthew. “If we had to start from scratch it would’ve slowed us down a lot.” 
Disaster-preparedness suggestions and tips for putting together a go bag are available from FEMA at Ready.gov. A wealth of information on the subject can also be found at JW.org, the official website of Jehovah’s Witnesses.

While these experiences are described by families from across the U.S., it’s becoming more and more evident that unpredictable weather patterns due to climate change are resulting in not only an increase in natural disas-ters, but in the frequency in which they occur and the localities being affected. No matter where we reside in the U.S. a go bag is a must for every family.

I asked Tom what appetizer would go well with the drink. He suggested the Irish Eggrolls, which are made with corned beef, cabbage and Swiss cheese.One more thing that makes O’Toole’s such a cool hangout is that it offers 40 hours of Happy Hours a week. That’s right – 11 a.m. ‘til 7 p.m. Monday through Friday. Here are the current Happy Hour deals:
Beers, imports and crafts - $2 off
Beer, domestic - $1 off
Wine - $2 off glass/$ 6 off bottle
Well drinks - $3.50

After leaving O’Toole’s, I went 
about three miles west to one of 
my favorite bars and restaurants in 
the entire Metro Richmond area, Latitude Seafood Co. in 
Westchester Commons (15532 
WC Commons Way). Latitude 
doesn’t have the cozy pub-like 
feel of O’Toole’s. It’s big and loud 
and fun. The food is exceptional, 
including some fantastic appetiz-
ers. The drinks are also quite good, 
especially during Happy Hour, one 
of the best in town. But more about 
that in a minute. 

My first encounter on this visit 
was with the GM, Rex Saunders. 
Rex is a cool, friendly guy, I would 
imagine that his personality sets 
the tone for the ambience and 
friendly service that I enjoyed. Rex 
mixed my drink, but for questions, 
he turned me over to Alan Kyle. 
Alan is the bartender’s bartender. 
He’s been mixing drinks around 
town for years and has been at Lati-
tude since they opened about seven years ago.

Like the one I had at O’Toole’s, my cocktail was quite summery and beachy. It’s the Sailor’s Punch. Alan explains, “Most people like rum. They also like, sweet, fruity and the beach.” I can’t argue with that. I also agree with Alan, as regards the choice of beverages on a cold, winter day. “Anytime is a good time for this drink.”
As I sat at the bar and discussed cocktails and beers and bars and all the important things with Alan, it was evident that everyone, including the servers, seem to enjoy being here. The camaraderie and friendly banter between servers and customers, alike, continued through-out my visit. 
One guy, who sat on the stool next to me, made a comment that played in perfectly with my whole reason for my visit. “Everyone here knows your name,” he says, turning to me.But for all the friendliness, the great drinks and the really good seafood, I have to admit, the thing that keeps me coming back to Latitude is their Happy Hour, which runs from 3 to 6 p.m. Monday through Friday. On Saturday, they do it from noon until 4 and on Sunday it runs from 1 until 8 p.m.

Here’s the deal. During those hours, the restaurant offers ALL beers, wines (by the glass) and liquors –  with one mixer –  at half price. This really is the place if you want to sample a premium craft beer or a really nice wine at a very affordable price There are also some great bargains on select appetizers, including raw or steamed oysters, salmon dip and the extraordinarily delicious Hellfire Shrimp, which are only six bucks each. Check their menu online (LatitudeSeafoodCo.com) for daily specials, too. Just an example, on Thursdays, signature martinis and cocktails are only $5 until 9 p.m.I love virtually everything about the place and I think you will too. They also have a location in Stony Point Fashion Park if you’re out that way.
