	Reading Rockets


Read at least 3 times a week for 10 minutes each time.  Parents should sign to record that this has been completed in the reading diary.

Your reading book and diary should be in school every day.
 
	Times tables


Practice two times tables weekly. It can be any of your tables from 2 to 12!

Start by saying your times tables in full.
Then write your times table out in full.
Ask an adult to give you written questions, one at a time, from your chosen times table. Make sure they ask you questions out of sequence! Can you write the answer in 10 seconds? 
	Spellings

Practice the spellings in your spelling book.
Bring your spelling book back to school on Thursday when you will have your spelling test. 

New spellings will be added into your book on Friday.  You will either get a new list if you get all your spellings correct or more time to practice the original list. You will need to get 8/10 to move on to your new spelling.

	Science
Classification – Explain the difference between a vertebrate and an invertebrate.
Draw a picture of an invertebrate and a vertebrate and label it to show how they are different. 

	Science
Classification – Explain the difference between a flowering plant and a non-flowering plant. Can you draw some examples of each?
	Science
Make your own classification key for either a plant or an animal. Include some of our key vocabulary – mammal, warm-blooded, cold-blooded, arachnid, vertebrate, invertebrate, fish, amphibian, reptile.

	 History
Explain the term democracy.
Why is Athens often referred to as the birthplace of democracy?
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	History
[image: ]Draw a picture of an Ancient Greek warrior. 
Write a description of your warrior or annotate it with 
any facts you know about Ancient Greek warriors. 

	Maths
Roll a die 3 or 4 times and record the digits to make a 3 or 4-digit number. E.g.

Repeat this to get another 3 or 4-digit number.
What is the total if you add your two numbers together?
What is the total if you subtract the smaller number from the larger one?

Make a fact file about Sikhism.
What are their beliefs?
How do they worship, and where?
	English

Write a letter or a postcard from Barney to Stig to communicate how much he misses Stig and what he might do to stay busy at home. 

	Art
Choose two 3D objects from around your house. Can you draw and shade them so that they appear 3D?
A cylinder or a cube shaped object would be ideal for this.
