Activity 1

Activity 3


Gather some creative resources to recreate your own owl puppets from our story ‘Owl Babies’. Read the story ‘Owl Babies’ with your grown up and use your props to help you retell the story.

Activity 4


Ask an adult to film you singing some of your favourite rhymes. You might sing “Wheels on the Bus” or “10 Green Bottles” or even some of the rhymes we have been learning in class. 





Reading Activity


Share a picture book together. Talk about the characters in the story and where the story was set.  Encourage your child to join in with repeated parts of the story.  Talk about what you can see in the illustrations.

Activity 5


Go for a walk in the forest and collect conkers, pine cones, sticks, stones or leaves.  Use your collection to make a face! As a challenge, ask a grown up to help you label each part of your face.

Activity 6


Draw a picture of yourself using a mirror. Think about your eyes, ears, mouth, nose and hair. You can use paints, colouring pencils, felt tips or crayons to add colour to your portrait. You could even paint your background your favourite colour!

Activity 7
