Day One - (Rest and Relax Day)
Arrival: Milan/Voghera to Varzi D

You will be met by our guide at Milan’s Malpensa Airport between 1-2 PM, or
alternatively at the Voghera train station between 3-3.30pm. A well-appointed
private, air-conditioned 9-seater vehicle will transfer you to Locanda Le
Cicale. Here you can relax in your room or choose to explore the gorgeous
medieval town of Varzi. In the evening we meet up for an aperitivo before
heading off for dinner at a local eatery with a menu composed of both national
and local dishes.

Day Two - (Market and Shopping Extravaganza Day!) B D
Varzi - Piedmont (Serravalle/Walk and Villa, Sparina Winery-Gavi)

Today we start off by relaxing and unwinding in the sleepy medieval town of
Varzi. In the morning we visit Varzi’s local market and have the opportunity to
see the delicious produce on offer, along with an interesting assortment of
other wares. The market or "mercato” was traditionally a cattle and produce
market, and cattle farmers from the surrounding hills would congregate once a
week, not only to trade in their produce, but also to meet with their friends and
fellow farmers. Today, even though the cattle are no longer there, one can still
imagine what it may have been like, as older townsfolk gather and converse in
their local dialects amidst the market’s shoppers. After experiencing "il
mercato di Varzi', you will be taken to another world altogether - a
contemporary designer shopping village in nearby Serravalle della Scrivia
(there's an optional country walk if you don't want to shop). At Serravalle you
can literally “shop till you drop” in an outlet containing a magnificent array of
famous Italian brands, including of course the iconic Prada and Dolce &
Gabbana. After our designer shopping spree/walk we will explore a centuries
old Piedmont wine cellar, Villa Sparina, which houses international award-
winning wines. After the cellar tour we will dine at “La Gallina”, its delightful
Michelin starred restaurant which offers glorious views over the vineyards.

Day Three- (Classic Architecture Day) B L
Payvia - Certosa di Pavia

We begin the day in the classy university city of Pavia, once the capital of
Lombardy, which is located on the banks of the Ticino river.

After our morning stroll we enjoy lunch together at one of Pavia’s
traditional restaurants for a, sample of the local fare. After lunch we head

to another hidden gem of Italy, the Certosa di Pavia, a stunning fourteenth

Century monastery hidden deep in the countryside between the cities of

Milan and Pavia. After our visit to this stunning piece of Italian history we

return for a free late afternoon/evening in Varzi.

Day Four - (Fine Dining and Natural Beauty Day) B L
Bobbio - Medieval Town, Roman Bridge, Ancient Monastery, Beautiful
Scenery

Today begins with a scenic drive through the stunning countryside of the
Staffora and Trebbia Valleys in Southern Lombardy and Emilia Romagna
respectively. After crossing the Monte Penice pass we head down to the
charming medieval town of Bobbio, in the Emilia Romagna region.

Lunch is in the town’s most elegant restaurant - "Il Piacentino", which is
well known for its delicious anti pasti and "primi". Afterwards you get the
chance to explore this little gem of a town. Two beautiful churches, a

fourteen hundred year old monastery and a beautiful Roman Bridge that is

full of character, are just some of the delights of Bobbio waiting to be
discovered!

In the evening you can simply unwind at Le Cicale or take a leisurely

passeggiata around Varzi, where you can enjoy a gelato, coffee, or delicious

glass of wine (or two!), before retiring for the evening.

Day Five - (Walk, Picnic and Pamper Day) B L

Abbey of San Alberto Di Butrio and Salice Terme/ Nazzano Optional Walk.

This morning we explore the Abbey of San Alberto di Butrio, a place that
exudes spirituality and serenity. It is a medieval gem nestled in a green,
lush landscape high in the hills above the Staffora Valley. The Abbey was
built nearly a thousand years ago by the noble Malaspina family, for San
Alberto, the cave-dwelling hermit-turned Saint who cured their mute son.
There is also a most curious tomb located here that is said to have been a
temporary resting place for the body of an English King! After our abbey
visit we enjoy a delightful picnic together in the surrounding countryside,
and after this there is an optional afternoon visit to the nearby town of
Salice Terme, which is historically famous for its thermal springs and
health spas. Over the years it has been frequented by luminaries such as
Julius Caesar, who rested and bathed here on his way back from battle in
Gaul.

Day Seven - (Wining and Dining Day) B L
Visit to Medieval Town and Castle - Winery Visit - Farewell Lunch!

Today we spend the morning in the hills of the Oltrepo Pavese, a wine
production region that is home to almost 500 producers and some very drinkable
vino! However, first we visit the quaint township of Zavatarello, where an
imposing, centuries old castle is perched right above the town. In the mid
morning we move on to an artisan and family- run winery called Ca Del Ge,
which is situated 300 metres above sea level and on the 45th parallel. The
owners, Sara, Stefania and Carlo Padroggi, are passionate about their business,
and their pride and joy is their*Passito” - a sweet, still wine made from either
Moscato (Muscat) or Croatina grapes.

After our morning winery visit we head to the Tenuta Terensano farmhouse for
our farewell lunch. Here we sample some delicious local wine accompanied by
local dishes especially prepared by the owner, Valentina, who is a veritable
expert in local wine and produce!

After lunch we return to Varzi for a relaxing afternoon and evening to prepare
for tomorrow's departure.

Prices shown are per person, double occupancy. The deposit is $250, or as listed on the tour registration form. This deposit is required
before a booking can be confirmed by us. Payment instructions will be sent after we have received the Booking Confirmation and Guest
Details form. No booking will be reserved until the prescribed deposit is received. Balance of the payment will be due 3 calendar months
prior to the commencement date of the first tour date booked (30 days after Booking Confirmation Date if the date of the tour you are
hoping to participate in is less than 9o days after the Booking Confirmation Date, and upon booking if tour commences within 30 days of
booking date).

CANCELLATION BY YOU

LUGGAGE

Guests are allowed one medium-sized suitcase and one small carry-on bag per person. If you exceed this limit there may not be space in
the vehicle(s) to transport your excess luggage and it will be at your own expense to have it transported throughout the tour. We suggest
that you bring a day pack for carrying water, guidebooks, jacket, rain gear, etc.

HOW PHYSICALLY FIT DO YOU HAVE TO BE?

ESCORTED SMALL GROUP TOURS

Our escorted tours are not athletic events. To comfortably complete them you should be able to do some moderate walks over hills and
be able to climb a number of stairs. We will also be doing a lot of walking in the towns we visit. If you are planning an escorted tour with
us it wouldn’t hurt to prepare yourself by starting a moderate walking program at least 2 months before the tour.

WALKING TOURS

Our walking tours are suitable for any active person, but there is no question that your enjoyment of the holiday will be hugely increased
by some pre-trip preparation. Preparing yourself well will help ensure that you won't be distracted by physical or mental fatigue, and the
risks of repetitive strains and injuries will also be greatly reduced.

Our Suggestions:

Go Walking - It seems obvious but to do some walks of similar length to those you will be doing on the tour, in the weeks leading up to it,
is a big advantage. Build up gradually, so that you start with shorter ones and work up to longer distances.

Wear in your walking shoes - One of the biggest mistakes you can make is to arrive on the tour with a brand-new pair of boots. Wear
them in! Your feet are of utmost importance, so make sure you have professional advice about fitting your walking boots and buy good
quality socks which wick away moisture. If necessary, wear two pairs of socks to reduce the risk of blistering and do a bit of toe-nail
management too!

Aerobic Exercise - Not everyone is a gym member but any exercise which helps to build cardio strength is an advantage, such as cycling,
swimming, squash or football. Think of a few simple lifestyle changes like using steps instead of the lift or escalators and walk up and
down the stairs a few extra times each day.

Mix up the Terrain - Even though most of our walks are on quiet country paved roads, when you're out walking practise on different
terrain if possible, and don't limit your preparation to hiking on pavements and flat tracks or trails. Including some steeper ascents and
descents will start to build strength and stony or rocky surfaces will give your knees and ankles some practice and help to improve your
balance. Practise with your day pack also. You will only be carrying a small day pack, but your neck and shoulders can feel stiff if those
muscles are not accustomed to this activity. Once again build up gradually and start light, adding extra weight to the pack as you gain in
strength.

Water and snacks - In your training preparation for our walking tours remeber water and hydration when walking and fuel up on
nutrient-rich snacks such as nuts, dried fruits, oat bars or plain chocolate. We will be carrying spare snacks for the group on our walks,
and we also remind guests to fill up with water at every opportunity.

Health niggles - If you are aware of any strains or pains during your preparation period it is sensible to see a physiotherapist before you
leave home, as early intervention is the key to getting better. They can assess your posture and movement and give specific activities to
meet your needs.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS

Please advise us of any special requirements such as Special Meals, Medical Requirements etc, as soon as possible.

If you get motion sickness easily, it is advisable to bring with you motion sickness pills, as we will be travelling along hilly and
mountainous roads at times.
