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Growth is not accidental, it is intentional. In nature, healthy things grow.
In the same way, God desires that His people grow spiritually,
relationally, and in purpose.

A vision to grow begins with surrender. Before there is an increase, there
must be rooting. When we stay planted in Christ, in His Word, in prayer,
and in fellowship, growth becomes the natural result. Yet growth is not
always comfortable. Seeds must break before they bloom. Pruning comes
before greater fruitfulness. What feels like stretching may actually be
God expanding your capacity.

As a church family, our vision is not simply to grow in numbers, but to
grow in depth, deeper faith, deeper love, and deeper commitment. When
we grow inwardly, God brings increase outwardly.
