A Word From The Principal

Sharing Our MTSS Journey at the Wimmera South

West Principal Forum
Today | had the opportunity to present at the Wimmera South
West Principal Forum, sharing the work our school has been
doing to strengthen teaching and learning through the
implementation of a Multi-Tiered System of Supports (MTSS).

MTSS is a structured approach to ensure that every student receives the right level of
academic and wellbeing support at the right time. Our work has focused strongly on
Reading and wellbeing, as we know that strong reading skills and wellbeing are the
foundation for success across all learning areas.

At the forum, we shared how our school community worked together to redesign the way
we support students. Staff across the school, including teachers and education support
staff, collaborated to analyse our data, build their knowledge of evidence-based literacy
instruction, and implement consistent approaches to teaching reading snd wellbeing from
Foundation to Year 6.

Key elements of our work include:

. Explicit, evidence based reading instruction in every classroom

Early identification of students who need extra support through regular reading

assessments
Targeted small group reading interventions for students who require additional
practice
Individualised support plans for students with more complex learning needs
A strong focus on student wellbeing, recognising that students learn best when they
feel safe, supported and confident.

Families are an important part of this process. For students receiving additional reading
intervention, parents and carers receive regular communication from the school so that
we can work together to support learning at home.

Another important outcome of this work has been stronger collaboration with allied
health professionals and NDIS support teams, ensuring that students with additional
needs receive coordinated support between school, home and external providers.
We are proud that our school’s work was recognised at the forum as an example of how a
school can build a clear, structured and consistent approach to supporting all learners.
Most importantly, this work is already helping us improve reading and wellbeing outcomes
and strengthen the support we provide to students.

While reading and wellbeing continues to be a key focus, the systems we have built will
also guide our next improvement focus in Writing.

Thank you to our dedicated staff and supportive families who continue to work together
to ensure every student is supported to succeed.

NAPLAN Testing Important Information for Families
NAPLAN testing has commenced this week, with our Grade 3 and Grade 5 students
beginning with the Writing assessment on Wednesday 4 March.
Students in these year levels will complete the remaining assessments on the
following dates:

. Writing: Wednesday 4 March

. Reading: Monday 16 March

. Language Conventions: Tuesday 17 March
. Numeracy: Wednesday 18 March

Catch-up sessions will be available for students who are absent on any of these days.
However, we strongly encourage families, where possible, to ensure their child
attends school on the scheduled testing days.

A number of adjustments have been put in place to support our students during the
testing period. It is important to remember that NAPLAN is completed one test at a
time, and students are supported throughout the process.

While the results provide useful information at a system level, we know our students
well and use many forms of assessment to understand their learning. NAPLAN is just
one piece of information that helps inform the next steps in your child’s learning
journey.
