Partying with Angels

While the first reading from Sirach and the Gospel focus
on humility (“Humble yourself . . . and you will find favor
with God” [Sirach 3:18] and “go and take the lowest
place” [Luke 14:10], with a surprise reversal of the humble
being exalted), the reading from Hebrews surprises us in a
different way. The author uses apocalyptic imagery to
show how much the relationship between God and hu-
manity has changed. He starts with images of fire, storms,
and trumpet blasts—images that may remind you of an
erupting volcano: something you want to view from very
far away. Even God’s words brought fear and trembling.

It may not be surprising that God is beyond human com-
prehension, but Hebrews says no. God doesn’t want to be
so far beyond us that we only approach in fear. Using
more images from the end-time, the author gives us a pic-
ture of the baptized partying with angels and all the just
who have died. And of course God is the host. Let’s look
at some of those images to see how our relationship with
the Lord has grown.

The heavenly Jerusalem reminds us that the Church is our
home—not just our parish church building but the whole
community of faith. How “at home” are you with your fellow
parishioners? Do you regularly gather with that family for
prayer? A church community can be a place to support
those who are sick or jobless or depressed. It is also a
place to be supported, to see God’s love in action. The
angels in Hebrews may be a symbol of that support.

The “firstborn” and “spirits of the just” could remind us of
those who went before us and now rest in the Lord. They
had their own struggles in life, and now live in glory. They
help us to keep our true goal in mind, to remember the real
meaning of life, and to look forward to eternal life with
hope.

Jesus came to show us how much God loves us and how
close God can be. When he shed his blood on the cross
(the final sign in our reading), he renewed the covenant
with God’s people. So we no longer have to accomplish
our salvation; it has already been offered to us by Jesus’
death and resurrection. We accept that gift not just by a
verbal statement of faith, but by a life lived as Jesus
showed us, in love of God and our neighbor.

Mientras que la primera lectura del Siracida y el
Evangelio se enfocan en la humildad: “procede con hu-
mildad... y hallaras gracia ante el Sefor” (Eclesiastico 3,18) y
“ocupa el ultimo lugar” (Lucas 14,10), con una sorprendente
inversion de la exaltacion del humilde, la lectura de Hebreos
nos sorprende de una forma diferente. El autor usa imagenes
apocalipticas para mostrar cuanto ha cambiado la relacion
entre Dios y la humanidad. Comienza con imagenes de fuego,
tormentas y trompetas, imagenes que pueden recordarnos a
un volcan en erupcion: algo que deseamos ver muy de lejos.
Incluso las palabras de Dios nos infundieron temor y temblor.

Puede que no sea sorprendente que Dios esté mas
alla de la comprension humana, pero la carta a los Hebreos
nos dice que no. Dios no quiere estar tan lejos de nosotros
que solo nos acerquemos con miedo. Usando mas imagenes
del fin de los tiempos, el autor nos ofrece una imagen de los
bautizados celebrando con angeles y todos los justos que han
muerto. Y, por supuesto, Dios es el anfitrion. Veamos algunas
de esas imagenes para ver como ha crecido nuestra relacion
con el Sefior.

La Jerusalén celestial nos recuerda que la Iglesia es
nuestro hogar; no solo nuestra parroquia, sino toda la comuni-
dad de fe. ¢ Qué tan "en casa" te sientes con los otros feli-
greses? ¢ Te relnes regularmente con esa familia para orar?

POPE LEO XTIV

Seeds of Peace and Hope
Dear Brothers and Sisters!

The theme of this World Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation, chosen by our beloved Pope Francis, is “Seeds of Peace and Hope”. On the tenth anniversary of the estab-
lishment of this Day of Prayer, which coincided with the publication of the Encyclical Laudato Si’, we find ourselves celebrating the present Jubilee as “Pilgrims of Hope.” This
year's theme thus appears most timely.

In proclaiming the Kingdom of God, Jesus often used the image of the seed. As the time of his Passion drew near, he applied that image to himself, comparing himself to the
grain of wheat that must die in order to bear fruit (cf. Jn 12:24). Seeds are buried in the earth, and there, to our wonder, life springs up, even in the most unexpected places,
pointing to the promise of new beginnings. We can think, for example, of flowers springing up on our roadsides from seeds that landed up there almost by chance. As those
flowers grow, they brighten the gray tarmac and even manage to break through its hard surface.

In Christ, we too are seeds, and indeed, “seeds of peace and hope.” The prophet Isaiah tells us that the Spirit of God can make an arid and parched desert into a garden, a
place of rest and serenity. In his words, “a spirit from on high will be poured out on us, and the wilderness will become a fruitful field, and the fruitful field a forest. Then justice
will dwell in the wilderness, and righteousness abide in the fruitful field. The work of righteousness will be peace, and the work of righteousness, quietness and trust forever.
My people will abide in a peaceful habitation, in secure dwellings, and in quiet resting places” (/s 32:15-18).

These words of the prophet will accompany the “Season of Creation,” an ecumenical initiative to be celebrated from 1 September to 4 October 2025. They remind us that,
together with prayer, determination and concrete actions are necessary if this “caress of God” is to become visible to our world (cf. Laudato Si’, 84). The prophet contrasts
justice and law with the desolation of the desert. His message is extraordinarily timely, given the evidence in various parts of the world that our earth is being ravaged. On all
sides, injustice, violations of international law and the rights of peoples, grave inequalities and the greed that fuels them are spawning deforestation, pollution and the loss of
biodiversity. Extreme natural phenomena caused by climate changes provoked by human activity are growing in intensity and frequency (cf. Laudato Deum, 5), to say nothing
of the medium and long-term effects of the human and ecological devastation being wrought by armed conflicts.

As yet, we seem incapable of recognizing that the destruction of nature does not affect everyone in the same way. When justice and peace are trampled underfoot, those .
who are most hurt are the poor, the marginalized and the excluded. The suffering of indigenous communities is emblematic in this regard.

That is not all. Nature itself is reduced at times to a bargaining chip, a commodity to be bartered for economic or political gain. As a result, God’s creation turns into a battle- .
ground for the control of vital resources. We see this in agricultural areas and forests peppered with landmines, “scorched earth” policies, [1] conflicts over water sources, and
the unequal distribution of raw materials, which penalizes the poorer nations and undermines social stability itself. .

These various wounds are the effect of sin. This is surely not what God had in mind when he entrusted the earth to the men and women whom he created in his image

(cf. Gen 1:24-29). The Bible provides no justification for us to exercise “tyranny over creation” (Laudato Si’, 200). On the contrary, “the biblical texts are to be read in their
context, with an appropriate hermeneutic, recognizing that they tell us to ‘till and keep’ the garden of the world [cf. Gen 2:15]. ‘Tilling’ refers to cultivating, ploughing or work-
ing, while ‘keeping’ means caring, protecting, overseeing and preserving. This implies a relationship of mutual responsibility between human beings and nature” (ibid., 67).

Environmental justice — implicitly proclaimed by the prophets — can no longer be regarded as an abstract concept or a distant goal. It is an urgent need that involves much
more than simply protecting the environment. For it is a matter of justice — social, economic and human. For believers it is also a duty born of faith, since the universe reflects
the face of Jesus Christ, in whom all things were created and redeemed. In a world where the most vulnerable of our brothers and sisters are the first to suffer the devastating
effects of climate change, deforestation and pollution, care for creation becomes an expression of our faith and humanity.

Now is the time to follow words with deeds. “Living our vocation to be protectors of God’s handiwork is essential to a life of virtue; it is not an optional or a secondary aspect of
our Christian experience” (Laudato Si’, 217). By working with love and perseverance, we can sow many seeds of justice and thus contribute to the growth of peace and the
renewal of hope. It may well take years for this plant to bear its first fruits, years that, for their part, involve an entire ecosystem made up of continuity, fidelity, cooperation and
love, especially if that love mirrors the Lord’s own self-sacrificing Love.

Among the Church’s initiatives that are like seeds sown in this field, | would mention the Borgo Laudato Si’ project that Pope Francis bequeathed to us at Castel Gandolfo. It
is a seed that promises to bear fruits of justice and peace, and an educational project in integral ecology that can serve as an example of how people can live, work and build
community by applying the principles of the Encyclical Laudato Si.

| pray that Almighty God will send us in abundance his “Spirit from on high” (/s 32:15), so that these seeds, and others like them, may bring forth an abundant harvest of
peace and hope.

The Encyclical Laudato Si” has now guided the Catholic Church and many people of good will for ten years. May it continue to inspire us and may integral ecology be increas-
ingly accepted as the right path to follow. In this way, seeds of hope will multiply, to be “tilled and kept” by the grace of our great and unfailing Hope, who is the risen Christ. In
his name, | offer all of you my blessing.

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UN MENSAJE DE SU SANTIDAD

POPE LEO XTIV

Semillas de paz y esperanza
Queridos hermanos y hermanas:

El tema de esta Jornada Mundial de Oracion por el Cuidado de la Creacion, elegido por nuestro querido Papa Francisco, es “Semillas de paz y esperanza”. En el décimo
aniversario de la institucion de la Jornada, que coincidié con la publicacion de la enciclica Laudato si’, nos encontramos en pleno Jubileo, como “peregrinos de esperan-
za". Y es precisamente en este contexto donde el tema adquiere todo su significado.

Muchas veces, Jesus, en su predicacion, utiliza la imagen de la semilla para hablar del Reino de Dios, y en la vispera de la Pasion la aplica a si mismo, comparandose
con el grano de trigo, que debe morir para dar fruto (cf. Jn 12,24). La semilla se entrega por completo a la tierra y alli, con la fuerza impetuosa de su don, brota la vida,
incluso en los lugares mas insospechados, con una sorprendente capacidad de generar futuro. Pensemos, por ejemplo, en las flores que crecen al borde de las carreter-
as: nadie las ha plantado, y sin embargo crecen gracias a semillas que han llegado alli casi por casualidad y logran adornar el gris del asfalto e incluso romper su dura
superficie.

Por lo tanto, en Cristo somos semillas. No sélo eso, sino “semillas de paz y esperanza”. Como dice el profeta Isaias, el Espiritu de Dios es capaz de transformar el
desierto, arido y reseco, en un jardin, lugar de descanso y serenidad: «hasta que sea infundido en nosotros un espiritu desde lo alto. Entonces el desierto sera un vergel
y el vergel parecera un bosque. En el desierto habitara el derecho y la justicia morara en el vergel. La obra de la justicia sera la paz, y el fruto de la justicia, la tranquilidad
y la seguridad para siempre. Mi pueblo habitara en un lugar de paz, en moradas seguras, en descansos tranquilos» (/s 32,15-18).

Estas palabras proféticas, que del 1 de septiembre al 4 de octubre acompariaran la iniciativa ecuménica del “Tiempo de la Creacion”, afirman con fuerza que, junto con la
oracion, son necesarias la voluntad y las acciones concretas que hacen perceptible esta “caricia de Dios” sobre el mundo (cf. Laudato si’, 84). La justicia y el derecho, en

efecto, parecen arreglar la inhdspita naturaleza del desierto. Se trata de un anuncio de extraordinaria actualidad. En diversas partes del mundo es ya evidente que nues-

tra tierra se esta deteriorando. En todas partes, la injusticia, la violacion del derecho internacional y de los derechos de los pueblos, las desigualdades y la codicia que de

ellas se derivan producen deforestacion, contaminacion y pérdida de biodiversidad. Aumentan en intensidad y frecuencia los fenémenos naturales extremos causados

por el cambio climatico inducido por las actividades antrépicas (cf. Exhort. ap. Laudate Deum, 5), sin tener en cuenta los efectos a medio y largo plazo de la devastacion

humana y ecoldgica provocada por los conflictos armados. .

Parece que aun no se tiene conciencia de que destruir la naturaleza no perjudica a todos del mismo modo: pisotear la justicia y la paz significa afectar sobre todo a los
mas pobres, a los marginados, a los excluidos. En este contexto, es emblematico el sufrimiento de las comunidades indigenas.

Y eso no es todo: la propia naturaleza se convierte a veces en un instrumento de intercambio, en un bien que se negocia para obtener ventajas econémicas o politicas.
En estas dinamicas, la creacién se transforma en un campo de batalla por el control de los recursos vitales, como lo demuestran las zonas agricolas y los bosques que
se han vuelto peligrosos debido a las minas, la politica de la “tierra arrasada” [1], los conflictos que se desatan en torno a las fuentes de agua, la distribucion desigual de
las materias primas, que penaliza a las poblaciones mas débiles y socava su propia estabilidad social.

Estas diversas heridas son consecuencia del pecado. Sin duda, esto no es lo que Dios tenia en mente cuando confi¢ la Tierra al hombre creado a su imagen (cf. Gn 1,24
-29). La Biblia no promueve «el dominio despético del ser humano sobre lo creado» (Laudato si’, 200). Al contrario, es «importante leer los textos biblicos en su contexto,
con una hermenéutica adecuada, y recordar que nos invitan a “labrar y cuidar” el jardin del mundo (cf. Gn 2,15). Mientras “labrar” significa cultivar, arar o trabajar, “cuidar”
significa proteger, custodiar, preservar, guardar, vigilar. Esto implica una relaciéon de reciprocidad responsable entre el ser humano y la naturaleza» (ibid., 67).

La justicia ambiental —anunciada implicitamente por los profetas— ya no puede considerarse un concepto abstracto o un objetivo lejano. Representa una necesidad
urgente que va mas alla de la simple proteccion del medio ambiente. En realidad, se trata de una cuestion de justicia social, econémica y antropolégica. Para los
creyentes, ademas, es una exigencia teoldgica que, para los cristianos, tiene el rostro de Jesucristo, en quien todo ha sido creado y redimido. En un mundo en el que los
mas fragiles son los primeros en sufrir los efectos devastadores del cambio climatico, la deforestacion y la contaminacion, el cuidado de la creacién se convierte en una
cuestion de fe y de humanidad.

Es hora de pasar de las palabras a los hechos. «Vivir la vocacion de ser protectores de la obra de Dios es parte esencial de una existencia virtuosa, no consiste en algo
opcional ni en un aspecto secundario de la experiencia cristiana» (ibid., 217). Trabajando con dedicacion y ternura se pueden hacer germinar muchas semillas de justicia,
contribuyendo asi a la paz y a la esperanza. A veces se necesitan afios para que el arbol dé sus primeros frutos, afios que involucran a todo un ecosistema en la continu-
idad, la fidelidad, la colaboracion y el amor, sobre todo si este amor se convierte en espejo del Amor oblativo de Dios.
