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The Baptiom of the
Lord

The first reading from Isaiah is a pretty good
description of Jesus. It begins by describing the serv-
ant “with whom | am well pleased” (Isaiah 42:1).
These are the words of the voice from the heavens
that was heard at Jesus’ baptism. The most signifi-
cant difference is that the voice calls Jesus “beloved
Son,” not just servant. And Isaiah gives us more hints
about who Jesus is.

The verses that say that he will not break the
bruised reed or quench the smoldering wick (Isaiah
42:3) are descriptive of Jesus” mercy toward sinners.
The reed and the wick were disposed of because
they were useless. But God, out of love for us, never
sees sinners as useless. God is always ready to for-
give them and give them another chance, so God
sent Jesus to forgive sinners, not reject them. In the
Gospel, John at first refuses to baptize Jesus, be-
cause John’s baptism was a sign of repentance for
sin. He knew Jesus was not a sinner, so he had no
need to repent. But Jesus identified himself with sin-
ners and welcomed them back to God’s love. We can
ask God to help us see our sinfulness and bring it to
him for healing.

Isaiah also says that the servant is a
“covenant of the people.” A covenant was an agree-
ment between unequal partners, in which the
stronger one agreed to protect or defend the weak-
er one, while the weaker agreed to pay taxes or
obey laws required by the stronger. God is offering a
new covenant through Jesus, not just for the Jews,
but for all peoples. But we still have to live that cov-
enant, by loving God and our neighbor. When we
teach others about God’s love and mercy, “we open
the eyes of the blind”, as Isaiah says. When we for-
give each other, we are setting free prisoners of sin.
When people see God’s love acted out in our lives,
we are a light to the world. As we learn to do these
things, we will find that God is also well pleased with
us.

El Bautiomes del Sewor
Complacido

La primera lectura de Isaias ofrece una excelen-
te descripcion de Jesus. Comienza describiendo al sier-
vo “en quien tengo mis complacencias” (Isaias 42,1).
Estas son las palabras de la voz celestial que se escuchd
en el bautismo de Jesus. La diferencia mas significativa
es que la voz llama a Jesus su “Hijo muy amado”, no
solo siervo. Isaias también nos da mas pistas sobre
quién es Jesus.

Los versiculos que dicen que no rompera la ca-
fia resquebrajada ni apagara la mecha que aun humea
(Isaias 42,3) describen la misericordia de Jesus hacia los
pecadores. La cafia y la mecha fueron desechadas
porgue eran inutiles. Pero Dios, por amor a nosotros,
nunca ve a los pecadores como inutiles. Dios siempre
esta dispuesto a perdonarlos y darles otra oportunidad,
por eso envio a Jesus para perdonar a los pecadores,
no para rechazarlos. En el Evangelio, Juan al principio
se niega a bautizar a Jesus, porque su bautismo era una
sefal de arrepentimiento por el pecado. Sabia que
Jesus no era pecador, asi que no tenia necesidad de
arrepentirse. Pero Jesus se identificé con los pecadores
y los acogié de nuevo en el amor de Dios. Podemos
pedirle a Dios que nos ayude a ver nuestra pecamino-
sidad y a presentdrsela a El para su sanacion.

Isaias también dice que el siervo es una "alianza
de un pueblo". Una alianza era un acuerdo entre socios
desiguales, en el que el mas fuerte se comprometia a
proteger o defender al mas débil, mientras que este se
comprometia a pagar impuestos u obedecer las leyes
exigidas por el mas fuerte. Dios ofrece una nueva alian-
za a través de Jesus, no solo para los judios, sino para
todos los pueblos. Pero alin tenemos que vivir esa ali-
anza, amando a Dios y al préjimo. Ensefamos a otros
sobre el amor y la misericordia de Dios, "para que
[abramos] los ojos de los ciegos", como dice Isaias. Cu-
ando nos perdonamos unos a otros, liberamos a los
cautivos del pecado. Cuando las personas ven el amor
de Dios manifestado en nuestras vidas, somos una luz
para el mundo. Al aprender a hacer estas cosas, descu-
briremos que Dios también tiene sus complacencias en
nosotros.
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“On the Feast of the Epiphany, the
light of Christ is revealed to all
nations. Like the Magi, we walk guided
by the star of faith, offering our lives
as a gift. May the community of Saint
Alexis Parish recognize in Jesus the
Lord of history, our hope and our King,
and bear witness to His love.
