DOMINGO DE RAMOS — HAGASE MI VOLUNTAD

One of the most comforting parts of the Passion
story for me is the agony in the garden. That might sound
odd, considering how the disciples fall asleep while Jesus
is in distress. | suppose | could identify with them as they
show weakness when Jesus needed strength. But | am
really comforted by Jesus’ words. If the Son of God had
to tell himself and his Father, “not as | will, but as you
will” (Matthew 26:39), | should be able to say the same.
There are times when | would much rather have things
always go my way, but that is not going to happen. So it’s
comforting to know that Jesus did not take the easy way
out, but accepted the Father’s will that he should suffer
and die.

Whenever we say the Lord’s Prayer we pray,
“Thy will be done.” But how often do we still take the easy
way out? Ever hear someone tell a lie or spread gossip
that hurts a person’s reputation? We can choose to do
nothing (the easy way) or gently reproach the other with a
simple question, “What would Jesus do?” When | have a
chance to help someone in need, do | tell myself it’'s none
of my business, or do | ask if there is anything | can do?
When | am hurt by the death of a loved one, or am injured
in an accident, do | get angry at God for letting this hap-
pen, or do | say with Jesus, “Not my will, but yours be
done”?

That time came in the garden. and again Jesus had the
last word, choosing to do his Father’s will. Our tempta-
tions continue every day as we face frustrations, desire
for things we can’t have, unanswered prayers, or our own
weaknesses.

Luke’s Gospel ends the temptation of Jesus in the

Una de las partes mas reconfortantes de la Pasion
para mi es la agonia en el huerto. Puede sonar extrafio,
considerando que los discipulos se duermen mientras Jesus
sufre. Supongo que podria identificarme con ellos, pues
muestran debilidad cuando Jesus necesitaba fortaleza. Pero
me consuelan profundamente las palabras de Jesus. Si el
Hijo de Dios tuvo que decirse a si mismo y a su Padre: “que
no se haga mi voluntad, sino la tuya” (Mateo 26,39), yo
también deberia poder decir lo mismo. Hay momentos en
que preferiria que las cosas siempre salieran como yo
quiero, pero eso no va a suceder. Por eso, es reconfortante
saber que Jesus no tomé el camino facil, sino que acepto la
voluntad del Padre de sufrir y morir.

Cuando rezamos el Padrenuestro, oramos: “hagase
tu voluntad”. Pero, ¢ con qué frecuencia seguimos tomando
el camino facil? s Alguna vez has oido a alguien mentir o
difundir chismes que danan la reputacion de otra persona?
Podemaos optar por no hacer nada (el camino facil) o repren-
der amablemente al otro con una simple pregunta: "; Qué
haria Jesus?" Cuando tengo la oportunidad de ayudar a
alguien necesitado, ;me digo a mi mismo que no es asunto
mio o pregunto si hay algo que pueda hacer? Cuando me
duele la muerte de un ser querido o sufro un accidente, ;me
enojo con Dios por permitir que esto suceda o digo con
Jesus: "que no se haga mi voluntad, sino la tuya"?

El Evangelio de Lucas concluye la tentacién de
Jesus en el desierto con la frase: "Cuando el diablo hubo
acabado todas las pruebas, lo dejé hasta el momento opor-
tuno" (Lucas 4,13). Ese momento llegé en el huerto, y nue-
vamente Jesus tuvo la ultima palabra, eligiendo hacer la
voluntad de su Padre.
