La Santisima Trinidad

Life, the Universe, and  fa vida, e[ universo y todo

Everything
Why does God love us so much? And why are we able to love
others? The answer to these questions is found in the meaning of
today’s feast. Trinity Sunday celebrates not so much an idea of
three-in-one as the relationship of the Persons of the Trinity with
each other and with us.

The idea is that the Father expressed himself as the Word. Since
it was a perfect expression, the Word is his Son and equal to the
Father. The love of Father and Son is expressed as the Holy Spirit.
Being a perfect love, it too is equal to Father and Son. So even the
idea of the Trinity is based on love. But God’s love was so great,
God went even further. God created us to be loved by God.

In the second reading Paul blesses the Corinthians with the “love
of God and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit.” The book of
Genesis (3:18) says that it was not good for man to be alone. So
God created woman, and through man and woman all humanity,
to be able to love each other. Though human love is not perfect,
the love of man and woman can produce another person, a child.
The three Persons of the Trinity share one life in God. But
through baptism, we also share in God’s life. Just as parents love
to see how their children look like them, so God loves to see the
divine in us.

The first reading reminds us of God’s closeness to humanity.
Moses can speak to God and God responds by granting his
request. The Gospel tells how much God loves the world, that
God’s own Son was sent to die for us. But we sometimes forget
that God’s love comes first. We think that the more loving we are,
the more God will love us. But love comes from God (1 John
4:7-11), so when we love someone it doesn’t make God love us
more; we love because God loves us first. Our decision to love is
aresponse to God’s love, and our ability to love is itself a gift
from God. The meaning of life, the universe, and everything is
Love, the love of the Trinity for each other and for us. The
question now is, how well do we use that gift of God’s love by
loving each other?

(Por qué Dios nos ama tanto? /Y por qué somos capaces de amar a
los demas? La respuesta a estas preguntas se encuentra en el
significado de la fiesta de hoy. La Solemnidad de la Santisima
Trinidad no celebra tanto la idea de tres en uno sino la relacion de las
Personas de la Trinidad entre si y con nosotros.

La idea es que el Padre se expresé como la Palabra. Como era una
expresion perfecta, el Verbo es su Hijo e igual al Padre. El amor del
Padre y del Hijo se expresa como el Espiritu Santo. Siendo un amor
perfecto, ¢l también es igual al Padre y al Hijo. Entonces, incluso la
idea de la Trinidad tiene su fundamento en el amor. Pero el amor de
Dios fue tan grande que quiso tomarlo aun mas alla. Dios nos cred
para ser amados por Dios.

En la segunda lectura, Pablo bendice a los corintios con el “amor de
Dios y la comunion del Espiritu Santo”. El libro de Génesis (3,18)
dice que no es bueno que el hombre esté solo. Por eso Dios creo a la
mujer, y por medio del hombre y la mujer a toda la humanidad, para
poder amarse unos a otros. Aunque el amor humano no es perfecto, el
amor entre el hombre y la mujer puede producir a otra persona, a un
bebé. Las tres Personas de la Trinidad comparten una sola vida en
Dios. Pero a través del bautismo, también compartimos la vida de
Dios. Asi como a los padres les encanta ver como sus hijos se parecen
a ellos, a Dios le encanta ver lo divino en nosotros.

La primera lectura nos recuerda de la cercania que Dios tiene para
con la humanidad. Moisés puede hablar con Dios y Dios responde
concediendo lo que ha pedido. El Evangelio cuenta cuanto ama Dios
al mundo, que el mismo Hijo de Dios fue enviado a morir por
nosotros. Pero a veces nos olvidamos que el amor de Dios es lo
primordial. Pensamos que cuanto mas amorosos seamos, Dios nos va
amar mas, pero el amor viene de Dios (1 Juan 4,7—-11), asi que cuando
amamos a alguien no hace que Dios nos ame mas; amamos porque
Dios nos ama primero. Nuestra decision de amar es una respuesta al
amor de Dios, y nuestra capacidad de amar es en si misma un regalo
de Dios. El sentido de la vida, del universo y de todo es el Amor, el
amor de la Trinidad por los demds y por nosotros. La pregunta ahora
es, (como utilizamos ese regalo del amor de Dios para amarnos unos
a otros?

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A REFLECTION FROM . ...
UNA REFLEXION DE...
Rev. Jesus Oliveros

Very often today, when people hear the word “unity,” they think, “So everything is the
same... all beliefs are equal... it does not matter what you believe.” But, most definitely, that
is not what Jesus means in Jn 17:20-26 when He says “that they may all be one.”

Jesus is not saying “Let everyone believe whatever they want.” Instead, Jesus says, “I
am the way, the truth, and the life.” This means that true unity has a center. It is not an idea;
it is not a feeling—it is Christ Himself. For this reason, the unity that Jesus desires is unity in
the truth, unity in Him, and unity in the faith.

Indeed, not all ideas are the same, nor do all ideas lead to the same place. Yes, we are
called to respect others, to engage in dialogue, and to maintain peace. However, this does
not mean abandoning the truth. In Acts 22: 30; 23, 6-11, Saint Paul did not remain a Pharisee
just to “preserve unity”; rather, he left everything to follow Christ. Indeed, he understood
that true unity is not about staying where we are, but about moving toward the fullness of
truth.

So, then, how are we to live this unity? On the one hand, we must avoid unnecessary
divisions, constant arguments, and a lack of charity. On the other hand, we must not
relativize the truth, dilute the faith, or reduce everything to “everyone believes whatever
they want.” After all, as Christians, we are called to do both: to love without breaking unity,
and to uphold the truth without weakening it.

In fact, Saint Paul shows us exactly this. He does not lose his peace in the midst of
conflict, he does not get dragged into empty arguments, yet he also does not abandon the
truth he has found. His life is no longer defined by being a Pharisee, but by following Christ.

The lesson to be learned from the statement “that they may all be one,” is not that truth
does not matter. Rather, it means that we are called to a unity that has a face: Jesus Christ. A
unity lived in His Church—a unity that does not eliminate the truth, but fully reveals it.

In conclusion, true unity does not consist in saying that everything is the same, but in
coming together in the One who is the Way, the Truth, and the Life: Jesus Christ. It is
important to note that this leads us to something very important. Christ did not leave
behind just an abstract idea. He founded a Church—a concrete community with apostles, a
mission, and continuity. As today’s Gospel shows us, after encountering Christ, Paul did not
remain isolated. Instead, he became part of that apostolic Church. Therefore, when Jesus
says, “that they may all be one,” He is not speaking about a vague or invisible unity, but
about a concrete unity in faith, in communion, and in the Church that He Himself
established.

UNA REFLEXION DE...

Muy a menudo hoy en dia, cuando la gente oye la palabra "unidad", piensa: "Asi que
todo es igual... todas las creencias son iguales... No importa en qué creas." Pero, desde
luego, eso no es lo que Jesus quiere decir en Jn 17:20-26 cuando dice "que todos sean uno".

Jesus no esta diciendo "Que todos crean en lo que quieran." En cambio, Jesus dice: "Yo
soy el camino, la verdad y la vida." Esto significa que la verdadera unidad tiene un centro.
No es una idea; no es un sentimiento—es Cristo mismo. Por esta razén, la unidad que Jesus
desea es unidad en la verdad, unidad en El y unidad en la fe.

De hecho, no todas las ideas son iguales, ni todas conducen al mismo lugar. Si, estamos
llamados a respetar a los demas, a dialogar y a mantener la paz. Sin embargo, esto no
significa abandonar la verdad. En Hechos 22:30; 23, 6-11, San Pablo no permanecio fariseo
solo para "preservar la unidad"; mas bien, lo dejé todo para seguir a Cristo. De hecho,
entendia que la verdadera unidad no consiste en permanecer donde estamos, sino en
avanzar hacia la plenitud de la verdad.

Entonces, ¢cdmo vamos a vivir esta unidad? Por un lado, debemos evitar divisiones
innecesarias, discusiones constantes y la falta de caridad. Por otro lado, no debemos
relativizar la verdad, diluir la fe ni reducir todo a "cada uno cree lo que quiera". Al fin y al
cabo, como cristianos, estamos llamados a hacer ambas cosas: amar sin romper la unidad y
defender la verdad sin debilitarla.

De hecho, San Pablo nos muestra exactamente esto. No pierde la paz en medio del
conflicto, no se deja arrastrar a discusiones vacias, pero tampoco abandona la verdad que
ha encontrado. Su vida ya no se define por ser fariseo, sino por seguir a Cristo.

La leccidon que se puede aprender de la afirmacién "que todos sean uno" no es que la
verdad no importe. Mas bien, significa que estamos llamados a una unidad que tiene un
rostro: Jesucristo. Una unidad vivia en Su Iglesia—una unidad que no elimina la verdad, sino
que la revela plenamente.

En conclusion, la verdadera unidad no consiste en decir que todo es igual, sino en unirse
en Aquel que es el Camino, la Verdad y la Vida: Jesucristo. Es importante sefialar que esto
nos lleva a algo muy importante. Cristo no dejo solo una idea abstracta. Fundé una iglesia:
una comunidad concreta con apostoles, una mision y continuidad. Como nos muestra el
Evangelio de hoy, tras encontrarse con Cristo, Pablo no permanecio aislado. En cambio, pasé
a formar parte de esa Iglesia apostodlica. Por lo tanto, cuando Jesus dice: «que todos sean
uno», no se refiere a una unidad vaga o invisible, sino a una unidad concreta en la fe, en la
comunidn y en la Iglesia que El mismo establecio.
