On-Demand “No-Show"” Policy

Island Transit requires all passengers to cancel previously
scheduled On-Demand trips at least one (1) hour prior to the
scheduled pick-up time to prevent being considered a
“no-show”. This policy is designed to discourage actions that
cause inconvenience to other passengers and reduce the
efficiency of the service. Each leg of a trip is considered a
separate trip and must be canceled by the passenger to avoid
two no-shows. Five (5) no-shows within a rolling thirty (30)
days of each other without proper cancellation will result in a
sixty (60) day suspension from On-Demand services (fixed route
services may still be utilized while suspended from On-Demand
services). Each subsequent five (5) no-shows will again result in
a sixty (60) day suspension.

Passengers that no-show will not be allowed to rebook a trip the
same day either by call-in or via the app.

Island Transit will send the passenger a warning after the third
confirmed no-show. After the fifth no-show, a suspension letter
will be issued to the passenger stating dates of suspension,
dates of no-shows from which the suspension resulted, and
instructions about how to file an appeal of the suspension.
Exceptions to no-shows are considered on a case-by-case basis.

In accordance with the policy of On-Demand services, if Island
Transit arrives outside the 10-minute pick-up window and the
passenger does not board, the trip will not be counted as a
no-show.

A suspension may be appealed in writing or in person by
appointment. Appeals shall be overturned only if the information
that the suspension is based upon is incorrect. All decisions will
be made in writing and a copy placed in the passenger’s file.

Flag Stops

What is a flag stop? A flag stop is when a rider boards the bus at a location that is not
an established bus stop with a posted bus stop sign. Flagging the bus down is

an option only in certain areas.

How do | flag a bus? As the bus approaches, raise and lower your arm over your head
several times to catch the driver’s attention. Be sure to stay back from the edge of the
road to allow the bus enough room to pull off. During dark or foggy weather we suggest
you have a flashlight you can wave for the driver to see you.

+ Please remove children from strollers and collapse the stroller prior to entering the
bus.

« All children six years of age and under must be accompanied by an adult or guardian.

« Shirt and shoes required.

« Please be courteous to other passengers.

DON'T:

« No smoking within 25 feet of Island Transit property.

- No food or drink on the bus (drinks in closed lid containers are allowed).

+ No loud music (if it is audible from earphones—it is too loud).

+ No disruptive behaviors.

- Do not carry more packages than manageable in one trip.
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Pets/ Service Animals

The Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) defines a service animal as dogs that are
individually trained or in training to do work or perform tasks for people with disabilities.
Dogs whose sole function is to provide comfort or emotional support do not qualify as
service animals under the ADA.

Service animals and service animals in training are welcome on all our buses.

When it is not obvious what service an animal provides, only limited inquiries are
allowed. Staff may ask two questions: (1) is the dog a service animal, or service animal
in training, required because of a disability, and (2) what work or task the dog has been
trained to perform. Staff cannot ask about the person'’s disability, require medical
documentation, require a special identification card or training documentation for the
dog, or ask the dog to demonstrate its ability to perform the work or task.

Service animals and service animals in training must be harnessed, leashed, or teth-
ered, unless these devices interfere with the service animal’s and service animal in
training’'s work or the individual’s disability prevents using these devices. In that case,
the individual must maintain control of the animal through voice, signal, or other
effective controls.

Service animals and service animals in training, regardless of training or certification,
may be denied transportation if the animal is out of control or if the animal’s behavior
poses a direct threat to the health or safety of others.

Non-Service Animal: Pets and non-service animals are allowed on the buses with the
following rules: Pets may ride if they are placed in a small carrier or container. Riders
bringing a pet onboard are responsible for the animal and will be held liable for the
behavior and action of the animal. If transferring to a transit system outside of the
Island Transit service areas—please review their pet policy before traveling. Animals,
insects, or reptiles known to be venomous are not allowed under any circumstances.

Comfort and Emotional Support Animals: Comfort and emotional support animals

do not meet the definition of a service animal or service animal in training under state
and federal guidelines. Animals other than dogs who are not working service animals or
service animals in training, must be in a pet carrier or container.

Audio/Video Cameras
All transit vehicles are equipped with audio and video cameras.

It's the Law—RCW 9.91.025: Unlawful Transit Conduct

The Revised Code of Washington RCW 9.91.025 states that a person is guilty of unlawful
transit conduct and/or unlawful bus conduct if, while on or in a municipal transit
vehicle as defined by RCW 46.04.355 as now or hereafter amended or reenacted, orin
or at a municipal transit station, he or she:

« Transporting dangerous, flammable, or explosive materials.

« Discarding hazardous substances or automotive fluids.

+ Obstructing transit vehicles, services, or passengers.

+ Consuming or being under the influence of illicit drugs, alcohol, or any intoxicating
beverage, or possessing open alcoholic beverage containers.
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+ Unreasonably disturbing or harassing others by being unruly, loud, harmful, raucous,
or intimidating.

- Throwing an object with intent to do harm.

- Destroying, defacing, or damaging property.

» Gambling.

Smoking or using electronic smoking devices on the bus.

- Littering.

- Spitting.

+ Urinating or defecating, except in a restroom.

- Playing sound-producing equipment without earphones or similar device.

- Skating or riding skateboard-type equipment.

Possessing or trying to use an unissued transfer or fare media.

+ Impersonating a transit employee.

+ Engaging in other conduct inconsistent with transit operations and refusing to obey
the lawful command(s) of an agent of the transit authority or a peace officer to cease
such conduct.

Unlawful Transit Conduct (UTC) is a misdemeanor offense with a maximum fine of

$1,000, incarceration for 90 days, or both fine and imprisonment. Violators may also be

excluded from transit services.

Washington Senate Bill 5444 - NO WEAPONS OF ANY KIND

As of June 6, 2024, state law prohibits weapons on any property owned or operated by
Island Transit including: facilities, stations, buses, and stops. Thank you for helping our
community be safer. Firearms

+ Explosives « Metal Knuckles « Dirk
+ Slungshot - Knives + Any similar weapon
« Sand Club - Dagger

Any violations of this policy will be reported to law enforcement.

This new law does not apply to the lawful concealed carry of a firearm by properly
licensed individuals.

Packages, Strollers and Hand Carts

You may bring on board the bus only those packages which you can carry in one trip up
the steps (DAR passenger limit is 3 bags). Children must be removed from the stroller
and stroller collapsed and stowed underneath the seat, placed between the seat and
the customer, or secured by the driver. Please fold up strollers before boarding. No
hand trucks permitted on board the coach.

Don't touch the driver

Assault on a Transit Employee. Assaulting a transit operator or any transit employee is a
Class C Felony (RCW 9A.36.031). It is also a federal offense, and is punishable under the
U.S. Patriot Act.

Island transit Personal Property Disclaimer

Island Transit is not responsible for personal property of passengers on Island Transit
vehicles, including lost, stolen, or damaged personal property. This disclaimer also
includes and covers all mobility aids on transit vehicles onboard, during boarding,
securing and disembarking.
