What is C.O.P.S. Kids Camp?

Who is invited to attend camp?

If you are flying, you should plan on arriving at the 
Milwaukee General Mitchell Airport (MKE) by 4:00 p.m. on 
Monday, July 13.

transported to camp by bus. You will be transported 
back to the Milwaukee Airport on Saturday, July 18.

If you are driving, you will need to arrive at the Salvation
