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FROM THE PASTOR

Dear Parish Family,

Making Space for Jesus This Lent — Personally and as a Family

Lent is not simply about giving something up; it is about making room for Someone.
As we begin this sacred season, | invite every parishioner and family of St. Peter
Parish to choose two intentional practices: one that creates space for Jesus by
letting go, and one that helps your faith grow.

1. Give Up Something to Create Space for Christ

Fasting is not meant to be punishment; it is meant to free our hearts. Consider what
fills your time, attention, or energy and ask: Does this help me encounter Jesus?
Maybe it is reducing social media, limiting television, simplifying meals, or stepping
away from habits that distract from prayer or family life. The goal is not emptiness
— the goal is space where Christ can speak.

Families might choose a shared sacrifice: no phones at dinner, one night a week
without streaming, or simplifying schedules so you can pray together. When we let
go of something good, we make room for something greater.

2. Add One Practice that Helps Your Faith Grow

Lent is also a time to begin something new with the Lord. Consider daily Scripture
reading, attending an extra weekday Mass, praying the Rosary as a family, or setting
aside ten quiet minutes each day for personal prayer. Parents can model faith by
blessing children before bed, reading the Sunday Gospel together, or serving those
in need as a family.

Growth in faith does not come from doing everything — it comes from doing one
thing faithfully.

As your pastor, | encourage you to keep Lent simple and intentional: let go of one
thing that crowds out Christ, and begin one practice that draws you closer to Him.
If we take even small steps together, this season can become a powerful time of
renewal for our parish, our homes, and our hearts.

May this Lent lead each of us to deeper conversion and a renewed love for Jesus.
