Dear St. Peter Family,
This Sunday, the Church celebrates the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, one of the 
deepest mysteries of our faith. We believe in one God in three Divine Persons: Father, Son, 
and Holy Spirit. This is not simply a theological formula, but the very heart of Christian life.

The Trinity reveals that God is not solitude, but communion. From all eternity, the Father 
pours Himself out in love to the Son, the Son receives and returns that love perfectly, and 
the Holy Spirit is the living bond of love between them. We were created in the image of 
this God of communion and love. That means we are made not for isolation, selfishness, or 
division, but for relationship with God and with one another.

Every time we make the Sign of the Cross, we proclaim this mystery: “In the name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.” These are often the first prayers taught to 
our children and the final prayers spoken over the dying. The Trinity surrounds the whole 
Christian life. We are baptized into the Trinity. We pray to the Father, through the Son, in the 
Holy Spirit. At every Mass, we are drawn into the very life of God.

The mystery of the Trinity also reminds us that faith is not merely about understanding
everything perfectly. God is always greater than our minds can fully grasp. Yet He has 
revealed Himself so that we may know Him personally and live in His love. The goal of the 
Christian life is not simply to know about God, but to share in His divine life.

In a world often marked by loneliness, confusion, and division, the Trinity reminds us that 
love and unity are at the center of reality itself. The closer we draw to God, the more we 
become capable of authentic love, forgiveness, sacrifice, and communion with others.

As we celebrate this great feast, let us renew our gratitude for the gift of our faith and strive 
to live each day more deeply rooted in the life of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

Let us pray for the grace this week to experience the reality of God – Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit – He is more real than the creation that surrounds us. May our hearts know Him and 
love Him more each day!

May God bless you and your families abundantly.

Pulchritudo vulnera

The Resurrection, Every Week, Everyday
As Catholics, we have a unique opportunity to encounter the living resurrected Christ in a very real way. 
Everytime, we approach the altar for Mass, Christ is made present for us, his 
true and living presence in the Eucharist. The Mass doesn’t make sense if Jesus 
wasn’t raised from the dead. It also doesn’t make sense if he didn’t suffer 
and die. It’s Christ’s sacrifice that merited our salvation. The Mass makes that 
eternal exchange present in time. That’s part of the reason the Church asks us 
to put Crucifixes in the Church. There has been a trend to try and replace the 
figures of the crucified Jesus  with figures of the resurrected Jesus in Churches, 
but this is discouraged. Why? Because firstly, the Mass is first and foremost a 
sacrifice, Christ’s sacrifice. It is by entering into death that he takes one what 
should have been ours to give us what is his. But secondly, having an image 
of the resurrected Jesus would be redundant when the actual resurrected 
Christ is visibly present on the altar. We can see him, we can approach him, we 
can receive him. And it is this resurrected Jesus that we get to approach and 
celebrate not just today on Easter Sunday, but at every Mass.

The image for this week is one that I did for a brother seminarian years ago 
when he was being ordained a priest. I thought it apt, especially to illustrate 
Christ’s presence in the Eucharist, through the Sacred Heart, but also that 
connection between his Resurrection and the Mass.

Please remember to update your address, contact info, children, etc. Our biggest reminder is 

for young adults ot register as their own family! There is no magic answer to when a person 
becomes an “adult” within the Church. However, in order to establish their role as stewards of the 
Church, we recommend young adults register on their own once they have a job and a somewhat 
permanent address (not running back and forth from college campuses).  For some, this is not an 

age, but a stage in life when they begin their own history of actively practicing their faith.  
For others, a logical age to be established independently is the age of 23.

 
Even if living at home with mom and dad, young adults should register with the parish.  

If no longer at home and living in another area, they should register with the parish where they 
live.  Once registered on their own either at St. Peter or elsewhere, it is important to notify St. 

Peter so we can remove them as active members of their parents’ household.
 

This question of adulthood often comes up when a person is asked to be a sponsor for someone 
receiving a sacrament or wishes to be married in the Church, but has never established 

themselves beyond their parent’s family registration.

Once registered on their own, young adults who engage in stewardship of time, talent and 
treasure are able to build a record of sorts that they are actively participating in parish life.  In 

essence, it helps them take ownership of their faith.  It is important for young adults to be 
registered independently, as they are the future of our Church and society in general. 

It is another step in their journey of adulthood.
