Monday June 2, 2025: 6:00pm on the ZOOM

2. Approval of April 2025 minutes:  Fred motioned to approve and Jon seconded. Motion carried.
3. Approval of Treasurer’s Report: Greg reported just under 80,000 in his report shared on a separate document; at the moment our donations are off-setting our expenses. Dumpster rental was successful and pretty much within budget.  Electric bills have been paid. Alison moved to approve, Ed seconded and the motion carried.
