base

a roof supported by columns attached as a
porch to the front of a building

a curved part of a building that you can walk
under, sometimes an arch holds up a bridge ora

roof

where sculptures stick out from a surface,
rather than being made all the way around

where sculptures are carved or built all around,
from front to back

a band of paintings or sculptures in relief
