continent

A continent is a large continuous
landmass, separated from other
continents by water or other
geographical features.

Mediterranean

There are 21 countries that surround
the Mediterranean Sea and this is
known as the Mediterranean region.

Greece is very mountainous, particularly the
northern mainland region. Mount Olympus is
the tallest at 2,917 m high. Greece is made up
of many islands in the Aegean, Tonian and
Mediterranean seas.

Rainfall is heaviest in the mountains,
and some islands receive very little
rainfall.

geography

Physical geography relates to geography
that is naturally occurring. It studies
the natural environment and landscapes
of our planet.

human
geography

Human geography relates to human
activity or something that is humanly-
constructed. It studies the relationship
between human activity and the planet.

Greece has the longest coastline in Europe and
is the southernmost country in Europe. The
mainland has rugged mountains, forests and
lakes but the country is well known for the
thousands of islands dotting the blue Aegean
Sea to the east, the Mediterrranean Sea to
the south and the Ionian Sea to the west.

The country is divided into three geographical
regions: the mainland, the islands and
Peloponnese, the peninsula south of the
mainland.
