They come from different denominations. The
catechists have faithfully been teaching them the Doctrine of
the Catholic faith and inquiries of our Catholic Faith. | see they
are very enthusiastic and excited to become Catholics, but we
are praying that they may become GREAT CATHOLICS. For
the last three Sundays, we had the Scrutiny's following the
readings from Cycle A.

| can hear you asking the guestion: What are the Scrutiny's?
The answer is very simple. The Scrutiny's are a series of rites
for adults who wish to be baptized. They are celebrated in the
third, fourth, and fifth week of the Lenten season. This is
considered a period of purification and enlightenment for the
elect. There are prayers of exorcism which are intended to
help purify the elect from sin and sinful desires. General
prayers and the laying on of hands are to help the elect to be
enlightened by God’'s Word and grace.

The basic structure that takes place immediately
following the homily: The elect (with sponsors) are
introduced and invited to come forward to the parish to pray
silently for the elect, Intercessions for the Elect, Prayer of
Exorcism, Laying on of Hands on the elect, Prayer over the
Elect, Dismissal of the Elect.

Friends: | heard Cathy Rosales, our Director of Faith
Formation, say at our staff meeting that this is one of the
years that we have had a large number of catechumens
willing to receive the sacraments. She also expressed that
she was very happy that this year our Deacons Michael and
Neil joined the catechist team to teach the classes. All of this
is good for our Parish Family. And | will with great joy to give
these catechumens the sacraments and to make them
Catholics. Please continue to pray that they will complete the
preparation process and become part of our Catholic Family.
