FATHER PEDRO’S MESSAGE

Dear Parish Family of Saint Clement. May the Lord be with you.
We are about to finish the Lenten Season and, I hope you all had a Happy
and Blessed Lenten Season. It is from Ashes on Ash Wednesday to the
Joy of the Resurrection of Easter Sunday.

In my Palm Sunday’s message I would like to tell you that today
is a unique Sunday in Lent because it marks the beginning of the Holy
Week and the Paschal Mystery of Jesus Christ the Son of God and our
Lord. Today’s liturgy begins with the commemoration of Jesus’ entry
into Jerusalem. The Gospel account of the entry is read, after which
palms are blessed and distributed. Then everyone enters the church in
procession, singing songs or psalms. However, the joy is temporary; the
Passion narrative recounts how, after an intimate meal with his disciples
a few days later, Jesus is arrested, tortured, crucified, and buried. The
reading from Isaiah is one of four Suffering Servant songs, while the
psalm likewise gives voice to the suffering of the innocent. The reading
from Philippians affirms the Incarnation as God’s embrace of the entire
human situation, including suffering and death.

The palms serve not only as a historical reminder but also as a
sacramental symbol of Christ’s victory over sin and death, bringing hope
and renewal. Christ needed to go to Jerusalem because he was truly both
the King of heaven and earth. So, his entry into the royal city is highly
symbolic of fulfilling what the prophets long foretold. The door of the
Holy Week is open for us to march with the Lord to his suffering and
death as we look forward to the resurrection. Holy Week is the week
before Easter Sunday, beginning seven days before with Palm Sunday. It
ends with Holy Saturday. Easter is not part of Holy Week, but rather the
beginning of the Easter season of the Liturgical year.

The next major event in Holy Week is Holy Thursday. On this
day, Jesus celebrated the Passover feast with the disciples. We know this
feast as the Last Supper. This is the night He was betrayed by Judas and
arrested. The Last Supper is celebrated at every Mass, and especially on
Holy Thursday. After the Last Supper, Jesus went to the Mount of Olives
and prayed. From this event comes inspiration for our practice of
Perpetual Eucharistic Adoration, where we are invited to spend one hour
in prayer with Jesus, truly present in the Eucharist; Body, Blood, and
Divinity.

The next day is Good Friday, and on this day, we commemorate
the trial, punishment, and crucifixion of Our Lord. On that morning,
Jesus was brought before Annas, a powerful Jewish cleric who
condemned Jesus for blasphemy. From there, Jesus was presented to
Pilate for trial. Jesus was forced to carry His Cross to the place of His
execution. There, He was nailed to the Cross between two thieves who
were likewise crucified.

Late that afternoon, seeking to ensure Christ’s death, a Roman
guard stabbed him in his side with a spear. When Jesus died, an
earthquake is said to have occurred as well as a great darkness which
covered the land. Suddenly, many people knew Jesus was the Son of
God. Jesus was taken and laid quickly in a borrowed tomb, in accord with
Jewish law, which required the dead be buried by sundown before the
Sabbath. In our churches, the Tabernacle is left empty, to show that
Christ is departed. On Holy Saturday, we come to celebrate the Easter
Vigil and the following day is Easter Sunday, the day on which it was
discovered the Tomb was empty, and our Lord was resurrected,
triumphing over death once and for all time. We all say: Happy Easter.

“As he rode along, the
people were spreading their
cloaks on the road.” (Luke 19:36)

Consider how useless it is to
spread your clothes on the ground
for a donkey to walk on. The clothes
get smeared with hooves, and who
knows the grimy places where
they’ve been? The animal may leave
some unsavory presents on them.
They may get stolen by a thief
looking to make a buck. The thorns,
thistles, rocks and muck of the road

will leave stains. The clothes may
never be useful again, and you’ll
probably walk home shivering

without your normal covering. Yet
this is precisely the gesture the
people employ to welcome Jesus and
his donkey. Why does this detail
matter?

Wastefulness is an essential
part of celebration. Consider the
unnecessary extravagance of
Christmas decorations, confetti and
ticker tape parades, baseball players
spraying each other with bottles of
champagne after a victory, birthday
gifts for kids and so on. This
wastefulness signals celebration and
therefore participation in higher
identities (as believers, winners, and
parents, to mention the above
examples). That’s what the wasted
cloaks are all about. Those who
donate their cloaks participate in
Christ’s kingship in Jerusalem — and
we savor it two thousand years later.

The lesson? Learn how to
“waste” money, time, clothes, and
food on Christ. We do this at Mass,
but in so many other ways, too, like
serving the poor, going on retreats,
and doing prayerful study. When we
practice this holy wastefulness, Jesus
will ride into our lives and we’ll be
more deeply members of his
kingdom.

MENSAJE DEL PADRE PEDRO

Querida familia parroquial de San Clemente. Que el
Sefior est¢ con ustedes. Estamos a punto de terminar la
Temporada de Cuaresma y espero que todos hayan tenido una
Feliz y Bendecida Temporada de Cuaresma, desde el Miércoles
de Ceniza a la alegria del Domingo de Resurreccion.

En mi mensaje del Domingo de Ramos quisiera deciles
que hoy es un Domingo unico de Cuaresma, porque marca el
inicio de la Semana Santa y del misterio pascual de Jesucristo,
Hijo de Dios y Sefior nuestro. La liturgia de hoy comienza con la
conmemoracion de la entrada de Jesus en Jerusalén. Se lee el
relato evangélico de la entrada, después de bendecir y distribuir
las palmas. A continuacidn, todos entran en la Iglesia en
procesion, cantando canciones o salmos. Sin embargo, la alegria
es temporal; la narracion de la Pasion narra como, después de
una comida intima con sus discipulos unos dias mas tardle):, Jests
es arrestado, torturado, crucificado y enterrado. La lectura de
Isaias es una de las cuatro canciones del Siervo Sufriente,
mientras que el salmo también da voz al sufrimiento de los
inocentes. La lectura de Filipenses afirma la Encarnacion como
el abrazo de Dios de toda la situacion humana, incluyendo el
sufrimiento y la muerte.

Las palmas sirven no solo como un recordatorio
historico, sino también como un simbolo sacramental de la
victoria de Cristo sobre el pecado y la muerte, trayendo
esperanza y renovacion. Cristo necesitaba ir a Jerusalén porque €l
era verdaderamente el Rey del cielo y de la tierra. Por lo tanto, su
entrada en la ciudad real es muy simbdlica del cumplimiento de
lo que los profetas predicaron mucho antes. La puerta de la
Semana Santa esta abierta para que marchemos con el Sefior a su
sufrimiento y muerte mientras esperamos la resurreccion. La
Semana Santa es la semana anterior al Domingo de Resurreccion,
comenzando siete dias antes con el Domingo de Ramos. Termina
con el Sabado Santo. La Pascua no es parte de la Semana Santa,
sino el comienzo del tiempo pascual del afio litargico.

El préximo gran evento de la Semana Santa es el Jueves
Santo. En este dia, Jesus celebro la fiesta de la Pascua con los
discipulos. Conocemos esta fiesta como la Ultima Cena. Esta es
la noche en que fue traicionado por Judas y arrestado. La Ultima
Cena se celebra en todas las Misas, y especialmente el Jueves
Santo. Después de la Ultima Cena, Jesus fue al Monte de los
Olivos y or6. De este acontecimiento surge la inspiracion para
nuestra practica de la Adoracion Eucaristica Perpetua, en la que
se nos invita a pasar una hora en oracion con Jesus,
verdaderamente presente en la Eucaristia; Cuerpo, Sangre y
Divinidad. Al dia siguiente es Viernes Santo, y en este dia
conmemoramos el juicio, castigo y crucifixion de Nuestro Sefor.
Esa mafana, Jesus fue llevado ante Anas, un sumo sacerdote
judio que condend a Jesus por blasfemia. A partir de ahi, Jesus
fue presentado a Pilato para ser juzgado. Jesus fue obligado a
llevar su cruz al lugar de su ejecucion. Alli, fue clavado en la
cruz entre dos ladrones que también fueron crucificados.

A ultima hora de la tarde, tratando de asegurar la muerte
de Cristo, un guardia romano lo apunald en el costado con una
lanza. Cuando Jesus murio, se dice que ocurrioé un terremoto, asi
como una gran oscuridad que cubrié la tierra. De repente,
muchas personas supieron que Jesus era el Hijo de Dios. Jesus
fue llevado y colocado rapidamente en una tumba prestada, de
acuerdo con la ley judia, que requeria que los muertos fueran
enterrados al atardecer antes del sabado. En nuestras Iglesias, el
Tabernaculo se deja vacio, para mostrar que Cristo se ha ido. El
Sabado Santo venimos a celebrar la Vigilia Pascual y al dia
siguiente es el Domingo de Resurreccion, dia en que se descubrio
que el Sepulcro estaba vacio, y nuestro Sefior resucito, triunfando
sobre la muerte de una vez por todas. Todos decimos: Felices
Pascuas.
