Routes

Are there different route options? 
Yes. Participants can choose between:
•	 A 5K route (you can walk or run!), or
•	 A 1-mile fun walk, made for all ages!
•	 Hang out and grab a donut
Routes are non-timed, non-competitive, and clearly marked with 
Habi-fact signs, flags, and volunteer route guides. All routes are  
super inclusive and supportive, made for all ages. And remember, you  
certainly don’t have to walk or run; you can just come and hang out!

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Why We Walk

We walk, run, and mosey side by side to say something important: everyone deserves a place to call home. By showing up, you’re 
standing with families in our community and saying affordable homeownership matters. Greater Cleveland Habitat for Humanity 
builds, rehabs, and sells homes to families with an affordable mortgage and connects them to the community through our neighborhood 
revitalization projects. Habitat does not give homes away. Funds raised support our 400 Home Initiative, a multi-year mission to 
build 100 new homes, rehab 50 more, and repair or improve 250 additional homes right here in Cuyahoga and Lorain counties.

Fundraising

Housing affordability continues to be a challenge in Cleveland—especially for those earning 30-80% of the area median income. 
We fundraise so kids have a stable place to call home, so families can build generational wealth, and so communities have  
stakeholders. So, let’s work with local families to provide a hand up.

Do I have to fundraise to participate? 
Fundraising is encouraged, but there is no minimum required to walk.

How do I fundraise? 
Create a personal fundraising page at clehabitatwalk.org. We recommend setting a goal of $100. Easy tools and templates  
are provided to help you set up your page, or you can always reach out to us for help.

Fundraising tips:
•	 Make the first donation yourself
•	 Ask friends and family (small gifts add up)
•	 Share your page via email or social media
•	 Host a simple fundraiser at work, church, or a local business

Can I fundraise even if I can’t attend? 
Absolutely. You can register as a fundraiser-only participant.

Registration

$25 you’ll get an event t-shirt.

Do I have to register in advance? 
Yes, please. Registering ahead of time helps us plan, but we totally understand last-minute 
decisions. If you decide to join us the day of the event and haven’t registered yet, just meet  
us at the park at 8 AM and we’ll get you set up.

Can I register the day of the event? 
Yes. If you decide last minute, arrive at the park by 8:00 AM and our team will help you register.
