In today’s Gospel Jesus tells us:

When you hold a lunch or a dinner,

do not invite your friends or your brothers

or your relatives or your wealthy neighbors,

in case they may invite you back and you have repayment.
Rather, when you hold a banquet,

invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, the blind;

blessed indeed will you be

because of their inability to repay you.

For you will be repaid at the resurrection of the righteous.

Pope Leo XIV did exactly that when he celebrated Mass for local homeless people and invited
them to join him for lunch.

He spent the last Sunday of his summer vacation at Castel Gondolfo with
several dozen refugees, homeless, and poor people and the church volunteers
who help them, celebrating a special Mass for them and inviting them into
the Vatican’s lakeside estate for lunch.

Welcoming them, Pope Leo said he was happy to “break bread” with them
“in such a beautiful place that reminds us of the beauty of nature, of creation,
but also makes us think that the most beautiful creature is the one created in
the likeness, in the image of God, which is all of us.”

The guests included around 110 people cared for by the local Caritas church charity, and the
volunteers who run the diocese’s shelters, clinics, and social service offices. Guests at Pope Leo’s
table included Rosabal Leon, a Peruvian refugee who has been in Italy for a few months, along with
her husband and two children. One of his other luncheon companions was an 85-year-old Roman,
Gabriella Oliveiro, who lives on her own, organizers said.

Pope Leo celebrated the “fire of charity” that had brought them together. “And I encourage you not
to distinguish between those who assist and those who are assisted, between those who seem to give
and those who seem to receive, between those who appear poor and those who feel they have
something to offer in terms of time, skills, and help,” he said. In the church, he said, everyone is
poor and precious, and all share the same dignity.
