Brothers and Sister,

This past week my uncle, Fr. Ken Molinaro, C.S.C. passed away. Uncle
Kenny, as | called him, was probably the biggest influence on my voca-
tion aside from Christ himself. Having an uncle who is a priest has been
a great blessing for me. Not only did he inspire me as a little child, but
he also became my model, my mentor, my supporter, and even my
brother priest.

My uncle taught me to always bring my prayers to Christ with
the caveat "your will be done." This is not always easy. Often times the
Lord ask us to do things that we either do not understand, or that we
would prefer not to do. | saw this in my uncle’s life when he was moved
from being the president and principle at Notre Dame High School in
Niles, IL, to being the assistant provincial for the Congregation of Holy
Cross. He loved being at Notre Dame Niles, and working with the young
men at the high school. And when the Lord called him to serve in pro-
vincial administration, it was a struggle. As | talked to him about his
feelings toward this new assignment, it was clear that he had a person-
al relationship with Christ.

While my uncle would have preferred to remain at Notre
Dame High School, he trusted the Lord had a plan. And he knew this
plan was good. As it turned out, shortly after he was appointed to pro-
vincial administration the sex-abuse scandal broke. As many Holy Cross
priests will testify, my uncle was the man they needed in that role as
assistant provincial to guide the community. Closer to home, my grand-
father was growing older, and my uncle became my grandfather's pri-
mary care giver. This would not have been possible had he been in llli-
nois. While my uncle could not have known that both the Congregation
of Holy Cross and our family would be facing challenges that required
my uncle's gifts, Jesus did. And fortunately for us, my uncle had a
strong enough relationship with Christ to say "yes" to Christ's plan,
even when it was hard, and even when he did not understand why the
Lord would call him away from Notre Dame High School where he was
effectively and joyously ministering.

| hope and pray that |, and all of us, can develop such a rela-
tionship with Christ, so that when he asks us to do something we don't
understand, or perhaps would rather not do, we can share our con-
cerns with the Lord, but then say, "your will be done." My uncle was
able to say, "thy will be done," and therefore | am confident that he is
now hearing Jesus say, "Well done, my good and faithful servant."
