Brothers and Sisters,

The news this week has been filled with questions and
commentary regarding political violence, both in actions (such as
the third assassination attempt on President Trump) and in
words (such as the rhetoric used by the President, Jimmy Kim-
mel, etc.).

As Christians we are called to be in the world but not of
the world. Being in the world means that we have a deep con-
cern for matters of the world, especially the dignity of every hu-
man person, the desire to lead all people to salvation, and being
able to live in the Kingdom of God in the present. All of these
become difficult unless we also remember that we are not “of
the world.” When we forget that we are not “of the world” we
often allow ourselves to be defined by worldly things, such as
political affiliations and ideologies. Doing so often leads us to
lose sight of the dignity of every person and instead label certain
persons or groups of persons as “other.” We then begin to de-
fine ourselves in opposition to the “other.”

The Church has affirmed throughout the millennia that
the only enemy we have is the Devil himself. The Council of
Trent, acknowledged this when responding to the protestant
reformation, noting that our enemy is not the Lutherans or
Calvins, but the devil himself. This understanding is necessary if
we are to uphold the dignity of all people and build up the King-
dom of God. Rather than view people as “others” against whom
we define ourselves, we are to view them as neighbors, for
whom we are to offer ourselves (cf. Luke 10:25-37).

In short, the only way for Christians to respond to vio-
lence and divisiveness is not to ignore the world, but to engage
the world while remembering we are not “of the world.” Only
then can we thwart our true enemy, the Devil, by building up the
Kingdom of God.
