Second Sunday of LENT - March 1, 2026 

Brothers and Sister, 

Last week I mentioned I would be using my column to present Pope Leo XIV's 

Lenten Message. This week I am presented the Holy Father's words on Fasting:   

Fasting  

If Lent is a time for listening, fasting is a concrete way to prepare ourselves to 

receive the word of God. Abstaining from food is an ancient ascetic practice 

that is essential on the path of conversion. Precisely because it involves the 

body, fasting makes it easier to recognize what we “hunger” for and what 

we deem necessary for our sustenance. Moreover, it helps us to identify and 

order our “appetites,” keeping our hunger and thirst for justice alive and free-

ing us from complacency. Thus, it teaches us to pray and act responsibly to-

wards our neighbors.  

  

With spiritual insight, Saint Augustine helps us to understand the tension be-

tween the present moment and the future fulfilment that characterizes this 

custody of the heart. He observes that: “In the course of earthly life, it is incum-

bent upon men and women to hunger and thirst for justice, but to be satisfied 

belongs to the next life. Angels are satisfied with this bread, this food. The hu-

man race, on the other hand, hungers for it; we are all drawn to it in our desire. 

This reaching out in desire expands the soul and increases its capacity.” Under-

stood in this way, fasting not only permits us to govern our desire, purifying it 

and making it freer, but also to expand it, so that it is directed towards God and 

doing good.  

  

However, in order to practice fasting in accordance with its evangelical charac-

ter and avoid the temptation that leads to pride, it must be lived in faith and 

humility. It must be grounded in communion with the Lord, because “those 

who are unable to nourish themselves with the word of God do not fast proper-

ly.” As a visible sign of our inner commitment to turn away from sin and evil 

with the help of grace, fasting must also include other forms of self-denial 

aimed at helping us to acquire a more sober lifestyle, since “austerity alone 

makes the Christian life strong and authentic.”  

  

In this regard, I would like to invite you to a very practical and frequent-

ly unappreciated form of abstinence:  that of refraining from words 

that offend and hurt our neighbor.  Let us begin by disarming our lan-

guage, avoiding harsh words and rash judgement, refraining from slan-

der and speaking ill of those who are not present and cannot defend 

themselves.  Instead, let us strive to measure our words and cultivate 

kindness and respect in our families, among our friends, at work, on 

social media, in political debates, in the media and in Christian commu-

nities. In this way, words of hatred will give way to words of hope and 

peace.  

Let us take the words of the Holy Father to heart, as we enter into this season 

of fasting.
