| try not to get political in our bulletin. However, as you
have likely heard, President Trump has issued statements about
the Holy Father this week, and | believe I'd be negligent to not
address that with you.

We must remember that the Pope is not a political fig-
ure. He is the successor to the Apostles, and the vicar of Christ
on earth. His concern is not earthly politics, but the salvation of
souls. As such, he points us not to politic, but towards a relation-
ship with Christ.

His statements against war are deeply rooted in Catholic
Theology, which holds that war is always a failure, even those
termed “just wars.” This is grounded in the life of Christ, who did
not give into violence, even when he could have claimed legiti-
mate self-defense. Instead he revealed that violence is of human
origin, whereas the divine life is marked by kenosis or self-
offering.

The Holy Father is right to point out that violence is nev-
er the ideal response. Much of my academic career has been
spent studying and teaching the dynamic through which Satan
keeps humanity bound — namely Satan attempts to establish
peace through violence. Satan's mechanism enslaves humanity
to systems of rivalry, scapegoating and violence. As long as we
see people as “others” who are evil and justify violence against
them, we remain enslaved by Satan.

In John's Gospel, Christ rejects “the peace that the world
gives,” and establishes true peace (“my peace | give you”)
through kenosis or self-offering. In doing so, he frees us from
Satan's bond (the mechanism through which we justify our vio-
lence towards “others”) and allows us to participate in the free-
dom of God's divine life, which is kenosis ( as seen in the Trinity
itself, e.g. the Father offers everything to the Son and the Son
offers everything for the Father). It is this kenosis and not vio-
lence to which Pope Leo is pointing us. It is not a political pro-
gram, but a calling to live in relationship with Christ, placing His
Gospel over political agendas.
