In September 2025, you will be starting Key Stage 4 and your GCSE studies. GCSEs are very
important qualifications and the courses you study, and the grades you achieve, are likely to deter-
mine the choices available to you at college, Sixth Form or in-work training. In turn, the choices you
make at the end of Year 11 will impact upon the type of degree you are able to study, the university
you could study at and the type of career you could pursue.

Students considering University

If you are thinking of applying to university you will need to have a GCSE pass in English and Maths
(at grade 5 or higher). The Russell Group universities (the top 24 in the UK) prefer you to take facili-
tating subjects - these are the subjects that will help you to gain entry to the top universities and
onto competitive courses.

Facilitating subjects include:

English Language & Literature Maths
Sciences Modern Foreign Language
History Geography

Coursework-based subjects

All GCSE qualifications are general academic studies of the subject and it is important to
understand that even practical subjects have written exams. However, some courses are assessed
more heavily through practical coursework and these may be more suitable for students who are
interested in gaining access to vocational careers or programmes of study when leaving school. The
following subjects have a strong coursework/practical element to the course:

Learners will investigate a practitioner or genre of drama, work collaboratively to
develop ideas to communicate meaning and experiment with dramatic conventions, forms and tech-
niques to produce and realise a piece of original theatre. They will also have the opportunity to partici-
pate in the performance of an extract from a published performance text. Learners will demonstrate
their knowledge and understanding of drama, including their ability to interpret texts for performance, in

a written examination.

Component 1: Devising theatre

Learners participate in the creation, development
and performance of a piece of devised theatre
using either the techniques of an influential thea-
tre practitioner or a genre, in response to a stimu-
lus set by WJEC.

Students accepted in the course should
be performing at a 70% or above in their Year 9
assessments and must have studied the lan-
guage in KS3 as it is a five year course that
builds upon the foundation knowledge ac-
quired in KS3.

Beyond GCSE: Looking beyond GCSE study,
some UK universities ask for a modern foreign
language at GCSE or above as part of their en-
trance requirements, even if the student is not
planning to study a language. They feel that
proof of studying a language shows great apti-
tude and flexibility. Also many employers look
favourably upon a candidate offering a foreign
language, particularly in light of globalisation.
Studying French at GCSE can lead to enhanc-
ing your linguistic and communication skills at
A-level. A modern language is useful in the
worlds of business, leisure, tourism and educa-
tion.



Geography

Course Overview

GCSE Geography helps students to develop a clear understanding of the human and physical elements
of our planet. They will acquire the knowledge and skills necessary to contribute to the way the world
works and encourage them to become global citizens. Students will develop their understanding of
hazards formation and impacts, how our world has changed over time economically, how the UK has
changed physically and future challenges our planet faces. Geography will encourage pupils to improve
on transferrable skills such as assessing outcomes, evaluating projects/systems, and analysing data.

Greek Philosopher
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History

Course Overview

GCSE History develops and extends students’ knowledge and understanding of key historical events,
periods and societies in local, British, and wider world history. They will engage in historical enquiry, de-
veloping them into independent thinkers and allowing them to think critically and reflectively about the

world.

GCSE History students will gain a better awareness of why people, events and developments have his-
torical significance and how varied the interpretations of our past can be. They will gain many transfer-
able skills and be able to better understand the wide diversity of human experience and why society

Course Units

Paper 1: Thematic study and historic environ-
ment Crime and Punishment in Britain, c1000-
present and Whitechapel, c1870-c1900:
crime, policing and the inner city

Looking at the nature of crime and what is crimi-
nal, policing, trials and punishment and it’s pur-
pose through time. The Whitechapel section fo-
cuses on crime and policing in Victorian London,
with a focus on the Jack the Ripper murders.

Music

Course Overview

GCSE Music has three engaging components which are assessed through practical performances
(30%), compositions (30%) and one externally examined paper (40%). Students will explore a wide vari-
ety of music focusing on the following four categories; Instrumental Music, Vocal Music, Music for
Stage and Screen, and Fusions where they will study 8 set pieces and explore wider listening. The set
works enable students to conduct in-depth studies into different musical styles and genres, and put
them in a wider context. Students will learn to perform, compose (using the latest Apple Mac computers
with Logic Pro and Sibelius software) and appreciate different types of music. Students taking Music
will receive 30 minutes free 1-1 tuition on their instrument each week.

There is a focus on
contemporary/popular music, but students will have the freedom to arrange in whatever style they

chose for most of the course.
