 The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag was observed.

Todd Knobbe was here to present Clean Energy Community Project. He advised that his predecessor had never finished the project and left in the middle of it. The only thing that needs to be finished is the street lighting changed to LED and we would then be qualified to receive the $5000 that we never received. He was advised that the street lights had been changed and the buildings had been also. Councilman Jackson will be his contact person to finish this up. The board thanked him for following through on this so we could get the money we never received.

Dog Control Officer Lackey reported that some action has been taking place on letters he sent to junk car owners. He is now starting to look for new dogs in the area unlicensed. Also there has been a few reports of lost dogs which have returned home. Motion was made by Councilman Robinson and seconded by Councilman Jackson to accept the report. All Ayes carried. 

Attorney Vogel advised that the contract that the Town of Ossian drew up looked okay. It is concerning shared services between the two towns concerning road work.  He also advised that THE Village of Dansville is looking into a Solar project.

Highway Superintendent Jamison advised the new truck is here and the pick up and old truck are going up for auction. He was advised to have the new truck undercoated.
Motion made by Councilman Robinson to and seconded by Councilman Jackson to accept Toby’s report. Roll call all ayes motion carried

Nancy advised that three planning board members were up to be reappointed. Mark Recktenwald, Lynn Smalt and Bryan Acomb. Councilman Robinson made motion to reappoint all three and Councilwoman seconded the motion. Carried. Nancy will send them all a letter advising. 
The tax roll had been returned and settled with the Finance Office and The Supervisor had been paid for the penalties.

The Supervisor:  Supervisor Willis advised the board of a letter he received from the wind turbine people asking for approval to bore under the roads for burying their cables instead of digging the road up. The Board agreed.

The roads are Wagner, Holmes and some on Mack School Road. Roll call: Willis aye, Stauring Aye, Jackson Aye, and Robinson Aye. Carried. Councilman Mahany was not present for the vote.

The Supervisor’s report was looked at. There were no questions. He also advised that each Town is going to have to put more money into Shared Services as most of the money has been used already for wear parts to the crusher. Prices have gone up tremendously for parts.
The Supervisor also advised the board of the hundreds of dollars Toby has saved buying generators and tires from the Government surplus sigh. Toby was thanked for this. Councilman Robinson made motion to accept the report and was seconded by Councilman Jackson. Roll call all ayes carried.


The Board audited General Fund Abstract #5 (78-94) for $16,278.66, Highway Fund Abstract #5(58-75) $ 31,672.35, and T&A Abstract# 5 (05) for a total of $122.00.
