1. Textbook Drive-Thru: 13 January 2026 

• Parents who paid their first payment may collect textbooks on the date indicated. 

• If the registration fee is not paid, please do not go through the drive-thru as textbooks will 

not be available. 

• Please stick to the time indicated for each grade. Only these textbooks will be at the 

collection point. 

• If payment was made a day before the collection date, please bring the bank slip (proof of 

payment). 
 

2. School Fees 

As per the South African Schools Act 1996 (No. 84 of 1996) and Government Notice No. 1293 of 

12 October 1998, we are a Section 21 Fee-Paying School and payment of school fees is 

compulsory. 

By enrolling your child at a Section 21 School, you have chosen quality education, which comes 

with obligations and responsibilities. 

• The school fees for 2026 will be R18 200 per year. (R1650 pm)

Important: Accounts in arrears at the end of July 2026 will be handed over to the school’s 

attorneys for full collection. 
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3. Cellphone Policy 

No learner will be allowed to have a cell phone in his possession during a school day  

– NO learner will be allowed to carry a cellphone/accessory on him/her as a person during a 

school day – visible or not. 

The school will not take responsibility for theft or loss of any cellphone or accessories brought to 

school. No investigation whatsoever will take place in cases of stolen/lost devices. 

Reasons for this policy: 

• Learners carrying or using cellphones in public (including when traveling) are frequent 

targets of criminals. 

• Theft at school from bags and blazers is common. 

• Learners often misplace phones and claim they were stolen. 

• Phones can be used to cheat in examinations. 

• Features (games, music, internet) distract learners from academics. 

• Access to inappropriate content. 

• Phones make learners vulnerable to criminals or paedophiles. 

Consequences if a learner is found with a cellphone: 

• First Offence: Phone confiscated for 4 weeks and kept in Finance Office. Returned after 

admin fee of R100 is paid. 

• Second Offence: Phone kept until end of the school year. Returned after admin fee of 

R100. 
 

The school strongly recommends parents/guardians ensure learners leave phones at home. For 

emergencies, contact can be made via the Admin Office. 

 

4. Orientation: 14–16 January 2026 

Entry for Grade 8 learners is at Gate 5 (Entrance next to the cell tower). 

• Assemble at 07:00 on the hockey field next to the hall. 

• Orientation is strictly supervised by the Student Council and the Grade 8 register teachers. 

• No initiation whatsoever will take place. 

• Dress code: Odies sportswear (available at Totiusdal Handelshuis, Tel: 012 3320016). 

• Grade 8 learners will wear Odies sportswear for the first two weeks. After the concert on

5. Sleepover: 16 January 2026 

• Athletics try-outs, concert practice, and team-building activities will run the whole day. 

• Sleepover is compulsory. 

• Learners must bring everything with them Friday morning. No forgotten items will be 

accepted. 

• Parents may drop off a healthy supper between 17:00–18:00. 

• At 18:15 learners assemble in front of the school hall. 

• Collection time: Saturday, 17 January at 06:00 sharp. 
 

6. Grade 8 Concert 

• Date: 27 January 2026 at 18:00 

• Daily practice after school: 14:00–15:00. 

• Dress rehearsal: 26 January 2026, 14:00–17:00. 
 

7. Required School Uniform – Senior Phase 

Girls 

• Shoes: Black flat heel shoes with strap/laces. 

• Socks: White short, or long grey / navy stockings. 

• Skirt: Grey, modest fit, length 5 cm from floor when kneeling. 

• Trousers: Grey, no tight-fit. Must reach shoelace knot. 

• Shirt: Sky blue short-sleeve. Top button fastened if worn with a tie. 

• Jersey/Pullover: Neat school jersey. 

• Blazer: Compulsory with school badge. 

• Tie: Compulsory when worn. 

• Hats/Beanie/Scarf: Official school items only. 

• Odie wear: Compulsory for first 2 weeks. Fridays/LO sport days thereafter. 

• Tracksuit: May be worn on Fridays or during June exams. 

 

Boys 

• Shoes: Black school shoes. 

• Socks: Long grey socks. 

• Trousers: Grey, no tight-fit. Must reach shoelace knot.

• House Masters guide participation and school spirit. 

• House Shirt Fridays: Learners proudly wear their house shirts (available at Totiusdal

10. School Layout 

FH Odendaal is a value-driven school divided into: 

• Senior Phase (Gr 8–9) – separate timetable, uniform rules, areas, and leadership by Ms Z 

Helm. 

• FET Phase (Gr 10–12) – operates independently.

• Mon–Thu: 07:25 – 14:00 

• Fri: 07:25 – 13:30 
 

12. Lockers 

Lockers may be hired. Terms & conditions apply. 

• Accessible before school, during breaks, after school. 

• Not compulsory. 
 

13. Waiting Area 

• Learners not in extra classes/sport must leave directly after school. 

• A waiting area is provided. 

• No waiting on Baviaanspoort Road traffic island — as it is very dangerous. 
 

14. Textbooks & Stationery 

• All textbooks supplied by the school (must be covered in plastic). 

• Lost/damaged books will be billed.
