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Welcome to Trinity! We are glad to have you worship with us this morning!

Our ultimate purpose in life is to glorify God and enjoy him forever. One of the greatest
ways we can do this is to worship God corporately with God’s people. At TPC we plan a
worship service that is God-centered, God-directed, God-glorifying, anchored in the histor-
ical richness of tradition and is understandable by today's culture. This worship service
seeks to focus on the majesty and grace of God through the use of the Scriptures, hymns
(new & old), the sacraments, and prayer.

What follows is a liturgy or plan for our worship service. It seeks to tell the story of the
gospel of grace. We are called by God into his presence to worship him alone. We remem-
ber the holiness and majesty of God and so we recognize our need of cleansing because of
our sin. We remember the perfect provision God has made for us through Jesus Christ and
his atoning death on the cross. We respond with thanksgiving. We are instructed by God
through his Word. We commune with him through the Lord’s Supper. And we are sent out
with God’s blessing.

As we worship God together through this re-enactment of the gospel, we pray that we will
all grow in our knowledge of and love for the Lord, for one another, and in our desire to
serve him in all we do.

Children in the service

We believe God calls us to nurture and disciple our children in the faith. One of the ways
we do this is through corporate worship. So, children are welcome to be with the congrega-
tion during the entire service. A room for nursing mothers is available on the north side of
the sanctuary. The foyer can be used for children who are crying or need some extra atten-
tion. There are speakers enabling you to hear the service in both locations. A nursery is
available (when staffing is available) off the main hallway for children from birth through
three years of age.

Standing and sitting

During parts of the service the congregation is asked to stand (indicated by the t in the bul-
letin). However, we understand that some are not able to stand for various reasons, and we
hope that you will feel free to remain seated.

Giving

Our members and regular attenders contribute financially to the Lord’s work in and
through our church. Visitors should feel no obligation to give. If you do not own a Bible or
know someone who does not own a Bible, please accept a free copy of the Scriptures to take
with you. You can find one at the Welcome Center in the foyer.

Most of all, we conveyed the love of
God through human compassion.

We've grown from one chaplain to fourteen and from one supported agency to four in just two
years. We are able to reach more people in our community because of your generous donations
and we are ever grateful.

of God; focuses on the Word, sacraments, and prayer

e providing an education program for adults and children

(2) We plan to help people grow in knowledge and love for others by:
e encouraging gospel-centered community through small groups and fellowship opportunities
(3) We plan to help people grow in their desire and ability to serve in the kingdom of God by:

® equipping/training people to serve inside and outside TPC

e providing opportunities for people to serve on committees and ministries inside TPC

o sending people to serve in the kingdom of God with organizations/ministries outside TPC

Principles —What are the things most important to us?

(1) Scripture - We are committed to the inerrant Word of God, which is inspired by the Holy Spirit,
is the revelation of God's truth, and is infallible, authoritative, and trustworthy in all matters of
faith and practice.

(2) Grace - We are committed to the gospel of God's amazing grace as the foundation of all we do
at TPC and as the primary motivation for growing into mature disciples.

(3) Reformed Theology - We are committed to the reformed faith as it is articulated in the Westminster
Confession of Faith & Catechisms and to teaching that is a warm and winsome demonstration of it.

(4) Missions - We are committed to the gospel going out into every aspect of culture, locally and globally.

(5) Discipleship - We are committed to a life-long process of growing in Christian maturity and
Christ-likeness.

(6) Fellowship - We are committed to building community within the church by demonstrating God's

love for us in our love for each other.

(7) Welcoming - We are committed to being a welcoming community - open and welcoming to both
Christians and non-Christians - to the convinced and to the skeptic.

(8) Growing - We are committed to being a growing community - internally as members of TPC
grow both numerically and in Christ-likeness and externally as we see churches planted in

For those who
prefer, grape juice is provided in the tinted cups at the center of the communion
trays. If you have any questions about participating, please speak with one of
the elders before or after the service.

Lord Jesus, you claim to be the way, the truth, and the life. If what you claim
is true, please guide me, teach me, and open to me the reality of who you are.
