*Johanna Lemasters made a motion to lease the Town property on Ali Street to Mark Lachar to build according to contract a removeable trash bin for $100/year.  Carolyn Hostutler seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against. 
*Bridge work on Rt. 250 has no new updates.
*Karen Longwell is still working on where to place Memorial benches.  The council discussed organizing a Memorial Walk for Memorial Day 2024 for the benches and the families of which the benches were purchased. 
*Mayor Goff met with Dough Six with Six Guns regarding the surveying which is required for annexation.  Mr. Six gave Mayor Goff an estimate of no more than $10,000.  The council will ask the County Commission for funding once they have finished with necessary steps in the annexation process.  Karen Longwell presented letters for the citizens and businesses along with a flyer with information about the annexation.  Chief Cecil and Becky Goff will visit each property owner and business once the letters are complete. Becky Goff will type individualized letters for the residents/business owners.  Chief Cecil responded regarding the Facebook post about annexation. Karen Longwell and Becky Goff will work on an ordinance to send to Taylor Potts to write for the Town of Hundred. 
*Code Enforcement Official, Becky Goff will be working toward condemning the old fire department at 118 Pennsylvania Ave.  
*The construction of the deck is complete.  The deck needs to have sealant and non-slip additive put on the deck in the Spring.  Hattie Massey will look for estimates for the materials needed.
Motion:
Alicia Bragg made a motion to use Beautification Grant funds to purchase the non-slip additive and sealant for the deck.  Karen Longwell seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against. 
*Opening of an account for the opioid settlement has been tabled.
*Signs for the park, firepit and ATV estimate is $151.20 from WV Correctional Industries.

Alicia Bragg made a motion to use ARPA funds to purchase all three signs.  Johanna Lemasters seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against.

*Becky Goff reported we did not receive the IT grant with Mr. Chaney.  Mr. Chaney had Becky Goff reach out to Nicholas Rhodes about another IT grant.  She will continue working with him on the grant.
*Mayor Goff asked the council about joining the Wetzel-Tyler Chamber of Commerce.  The fee to join is $125.

Johanna Lemasters made a motion to join the Wetzel-Tyler Chamber of Commerce and to use ARPA funds to pay the fee.  Karen Longwell seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against.

Hattie Massey reported the amount in the Beautification account is $5423.25.  The council discussed finishing the project at the corner of Rt. 250 and Rt. 69.  Johanna Lemasters discussed a sign she would like to be added in the space.  She is working with Sean Snedden and HHS on the sign.  The estimate for the sign is $700.

Karen Longwell asked the council if it was possible to order light post with flowerpots for the deck.  The estimate is $500 for two posts.

Johanna Lemasters made a motion to use Beautification grant funds to purchase two light posts with an estimate of $500 to be added to the deck.  Alicia Bragg seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against. 
*Hundred PD to ask Wetzel County Commission for a new cruiser. The topic has been tabled.
*Hundred cemetery project has been tabled.

*Third grant awarded to Code Enforcement for Dilapidated Structures 1S grant West Virgina Land Stewardship Corporation Raise Grant- this will demo 4 structures; 2nd grant Community Development Block Grant for $150,000 and 3rd grant WVDEP DLAP for $65,000- Expect some work to start soon 
*Town to asked County Commission for new Side by Side – said no
*Town asked County Commission for new building for storage from the old fire department.  The Wetzel County Commission award the town $7000 for the purchase of a building.  Hattie Massey will be ordering the building.
*Stephanie’s All Stars along with town officials to seek funding with County Commission on new park equipment. Stephanie’s All Stars will be attending the Wetzel County Commission meeting on February 13, 2024, to request matching funds to their donation of $10,000.
*State Auditor letter urging Mayors, Recorders and Council across the state to attend the budget trainings-we are scheduled for Friday, February 2, 2024, in Bridgeport and February 13, 2024, in Wheeling. Mayor Goff, Hattie Massey, and Becky Goff will be attending the training on February 13, 2024, at Oglebay. 
*Councilperson Wise formally resigned on January 12, 2024.  The open council seat will be posted in the Wetzel Chronicle, the town Facebook page, and at City Hall for two weeks.  The appointment of the open seat will be announced on March 4, 2024, at the regularly scheduled council meeting.  
*The council discussed setting up an account with Sunbelt rentals.  
Motion:
Karen Longwell made a motion to set up an account with Sunbelt rentals.  Alicia Bragg seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against.  
*Hattie Massey asked the council if the town was responsible for filing taxes each year.  The council is unaware of whether we need to file taxes.  Hattie Massey will be contacting WVSAO.  Hattie Massey reported W-2 had be mailed and sent to the state.  The state accepted the W-2 forms.  Hattie Massey reported that she filed and paid 940 taxes.  She was uncertain if they had been filed in previous years.  She will be researching to find out more information. 
*The council discussed asking the Wetzel County Commission for funding for American Legal Publishing to do our ordinance book.  The council decided to table this discussion.  
*The council discussed the Town truck-repair cost-discussion of trading this in on a new one and ask County Commission to help us.  The council decided to table this discussion.  The council 
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*Becky Goff called about the woodchipper.  Hundred Area Pride has not received the check for the full refund.  The company will be calling back with information once they determine the status. 
*The council discussed purchasing another leaf blower to help with snow removal.  The council requested quotes to be gotten and discussion will continue after quotes have been presented to the council. 
*Hattie Massey presented new requirements for QuickBooks.  They will be changing the current program.  Hattie Massey told the council the cost of the new version of QuickBooks.  The council is interested in looking at other accounting programs before deciding.  Hattie Massey will get quotes from other accounting programs and report to the council.
