Fouth of July Committee:  Hattie Massey reported a meeting has been scheduled for March 26, 2025 at 4pm.  Hattie Massey reported she is wanting to rent bounce houses for the kids, but she needs electricity.  Hattie Massey was going to talk to Stephanie Peraldo to see if she could donate gas for generators in case she can’t get electricity.  Mayor Goff asked Joshua Cecil if it was ok to have two electrical hook-ups to the building.  Joshua Cecil agreed it was fine.  Fishing Tournament:  Joe McGlumphy reported he has been getting donations to help support the tournament.  Joe McGlumphy reported they are on schedule for the tournament.  The tournament has been scheduled for April 26, 2025.  
IN RE: Message(s) from the Mayor: 
Mayor Goff discussed the following items with the council.
The budget workshop meeting will be March 18, 2025, at 4pm.  Jeremy Kelch is scheduling a meeting for the greenhouse project.  The town is continuing to work on the demolition of the old fire department.  The state fire marshal has submitted a closure order for the Franklin.
Phase 2 of the park will be the week of April 21, 2025.  The park will be closed.
Lay the Levy is scheduled for April 15, 2025, at 7pm.  The Chamber of Commerce Small Business breakfast will be on March 20, 2025, at Speedway Diner.  Rt. 250/Fish Creek bridge on-site meeting will be April 3, 2025, at 9 am.  Mayor Goff is working on a presentation for the County Commission for the American Legion building.  Hattie Massey is reaching out to EQT regarding a beautification grant.  Mayor Goff is working with Belomar for a grant to resurface streets.
Mayor Goff wants an individual to work on getting a water reserve tank.  Discussed the complaint from residents on Railroad Street. Chief Cecil and Code Enforcement Goff will be looking into the complaint regarding garbage and dogs.  Mayor hasn’t had any response regarding the Rail Trail.  The reserve on the Crown Vic wasn’t met.  Hattie Massey is looking to putting it on gov.com to sell it.   Town of Quinwood reached out to regarding starting a small municipality Municipal league in town with 300 or less residents.  Mayor Goff is working with Delegate Sheedy and Senator Rose to get a meeting with the Governor.  Karen Longwell stated that public charter schools are not available. The kids do not have school choice.  Mayor Goff asked Taylor Potts if he knew the breakdown of Coal Severance.  Taylor Potts stated he is not aware of the breakdown.  Mayor Goff asked if businesses outside city limits could volunteer 1% sales tax.  Taylor Potts stated no.  Old We Care building is going to be HHS Alumni building.  Carol Roberts is collecting memorabilia.  Mayor Goff stated Christine Mitchell reached out to him and said there will be a display at VHS of HHS memorabilia.  Carol Roberts will be organizing a committee for the HHS Alumni building. The Town of Hundred will be holding bridge dedications Summer of 2025.  The Town of Hundred will be getting a 1% sales tax check in April of 2025.  April 21, 2025, will begin mowing seasons.

AMENDMENT 2025-01
We the undersigned officials of the Town of Hundred certify that the Animals and Fowl Ordinance 505: Section 505.24: Keeping of wild animals has been amended to say:

Karen Longwell asked why the Town wanted to remove constrictor species from the amendment. Mayor Goff stated to allow Allison’s to have their business. Carol Hostutler said she would have liked to have researched the snakes. She thought the snakes were little.  Karen Longwell stated Allison’s were not licensed. Hattie Massey stated she was licensed with the state and the town will be issuing them a license.  Taylor Potts stated the order in which the town amended the ordinance was in full compliance.  
Motion:
Alicia Bragg made a motion to amend Ordinance 505: Section 505.24: Keeping of wild animals.  Joe McGlumphy seconded the motion.  The motion passed with three (3) in favor and two (2) against.  Mayor Goff asked for a roll call vote: Alicia Bragg-yes, Carolyn Hostutler-no, Johanna Lemasters-yes, Karen Longwell-no, Joe McGlumphy-yes.  Karen Longwell stated she supported Allison’s business, but not the ordinance amendment.  
IN RE: Complaints from citizens: 
Complaint by Donna Himmelrick regarding her neighbor.  She is concerned with garbage and dogs.  Karen Longwell questioned the location.  Code Enforcement Goff explained the location and that she and Chief Cecil with follow-up.  
IN RE: Old Business
Crown Vic-discussed under Message from Mayor Goff.  Becky Goff stated she had submitted audit paperwork to the WVSAO and will move forward with the 23-24 audit after approval from the WVSAO.  Cleaning the city building was discussed.  Karen Longwell asked if after the budget was complete if there would be money left to pay for cleaning.  Joshua Cecil asked what is to be cleaned.  Joshua Cecil said he would clean the building every two weeks.  Hattie Massey questioned if he would have time to commit to the cleaning. Karen Longwell questioned the amount of $200/month for cleaning.  Alicia Bragg suggested the cleaning personnel use the time clock and be paid hourly instead of one monthly amount.  
Motion:
Karen Longwell made a motion that the cleaning of the building be 20 hours/month/$10per hour.  Alicia Bragg seconded the motion, The motion passed with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against. Joe McGlumphy was not present for vote.  Karen Longwell stated this payroll needs to be added to budget.  Budget workshop meeting will be March 18, 2025, at 4 pm.  Hattie Massey stated We Care is having issues getting utilities put in their name.  Hattie Massey is working with We Care to resolve the issue.

Johanna Lemasters requested that the council stick with the 15 minutes that are allotted for guests to address the council.  All the guests 15 minutes without interruption.  Once the guest has finished, the council will discuss the concern.  The issue will be put on the next agenda.  Johanna Lemasters suggested going into executive session to discuss the concerns.
