Taylor Potts wrote a Property Sale Agreement between the Town of Hundred and Zach Jones.

Alicia Bragg made a motion for the Town of Hundred to enter into a Property Sales Agreement with Zachary Jones regarding 22 Belmont Street, Hundred, WV.  Ray Stoneking seconded the motion.  The motion carried with five (5) in favor and zero (0) against.  
Becky Goff asked the council for $442.47 from Beautification funds to help redeem taxes.
*Mayor Goff is looking for a Japanese mini truck for the Maintenance Department-tabled
