Meeting called to order by Mayor Goff at 7:05pm.

Staci Morgan and Shelly Brown from We Care addressed the council regarding the flooding to the building they are renting from the Town of Hundred.  Staci Morgan stated that she needs help with cleaning the building after the flooding.  Staci Morgan asked the town to bring in a power washer and clean the building.  Mayor Goff stated there is no water hookup for a power washer. Shelly Brown asked if the neighbor had a water hookup.  Johanna Lemasters suggested asking Tom Powell with HVFD to see if he could use the mini pumper.  Shelly Brown stated that the Town of Hundred is the owner of the building and needs to support We Care with the cleanup.  Shelly Brown stated that it didn’t need to be immediately.  Mayor Goff stated the town doesn’t have enough employees to help. Shelly Brown stated they don’t have employees or tools to clean it.  Staci Morgan stated the March flood wasn’t muddy like this one and they have no idea how to clean it.  Mayor Goff stated the town would be responsible for removing the drywall that was damaged.  Shelly Brown stated they had paid rent for a year through March 2026.  Mayor Goff stated that money is to be used for the structure if any repairs are needed. Hattie Massey asked if everything had been removed from the floors. All food had been removed from the floors. Joey McGlumphy stated he had an electric power washer. Mayor Goff said he would meet with Tom Powell to see if they could bring the mini pumper down and help.  Shelly Brown stated they lost three appliances.  Hattie Massey asked if they were on blocks and Shelly Brown said they were. Staci Morgan stated they had taken them off the blocks before the flood. Delegate Sheedy asked if Steve Yoho had been contacted. Joey McGlumphy suggested We Care possibly moving to the building the Wetzel County Center for Children and families, which is owned by Chuck Cumberledge.  Mayor Goff stated the Town would refund the rent money they had paid. Shelly Brown stated they didn’t want to leave the building. Alicia Bragg made a suggestion to check with Henderson’s to see if their building was available. Staci Morgan asked about the old NAPA building. Mayor Goff stated he would try to figure out a way to help them clean.  Staci Morgan stated that she would move the pantry give out to the end of the month.  Mayor Goff asked We Care to fill out survey that was distributed by Steve Yoho.  Mayor Goff introduced Delegate Sheedy to Staci Morgan and Shelly Brown.  Mayor Goff asked the number of families We Care supports.  Staci Morgan stated that We Care supports 40-50 families: roughly 23-240 people. Johanna Lemasters made a motion to approve the agenda for the June 2, 2025, regular council meeting.  Joey McGlumphy seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with five(5) in favor and zero (0) against.

Johanna Lemasters made a motion to add Joey McGlumphy and Tasha Goff to all bank accounts at First Exchange Bank and Union Bank.  Carolyn Hostutler seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously with five (5) in favor and zero (0) against.

Joey McGlumphy made a motion for Hattie Massey to pay bills as funds are available.  Alicia Braff seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with five (5) in favor and zero against.

IN RE: Bills to be paid from Coal Severance Fund
Hattie Massey presented a financial statement to the council.  There are no funds available.
Hattie Massey asked the council for approval to reimburse We Care if they decided to move out.
Motion:
Joey McGlumphy made a motion to reimburse We Care for unused rent if they decide to move out of the building.  Johanna Lemasters seconded the motion. The motion unanimously with five (5) in favor and zero (0) against. 
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Hattie Massey reported the 4th of July is going well.  Hattie Massey reported that she is getting donations.  She is receiving $1900 from Delegate Sheedy through the state.  James Alexander has started helping by volunteering for the 4th of July. Currently, the committee is meeing biweekly.  The 5K has been cancelled. Hattie Massey asked for help before and during the event.  
IN RE: Message(s) from the Mayor: 
Mayor Goff reported he is working with Senator Rose, Delegate Sheedy, Scott Lemley, Carla McBee regarding the continuous flooding occurring in Hundred and surrounding communities.  He is focusing on Wetzel, Mon, Marion and Marshall counties.  Mayor Goff will continue to update the council.

IN RE: Reading of Ordinances: none
IN RE: Complaints from citizens: A complaint regarding a disabled vehicle on Wetzel Street. Chief Cecil was informed of the complaint. A 2nd dog complaint on Beech Street (Belva Morris) was relayed to Chief Cecil.  A disorderly conduct on Cleveland Street (Robert Lee and Stephanie Fox).  Issue was handled by Chief Cecil.  A complaint of roof debris on sidewalks from Chuck Cumberledge building. Chuck Cumberledge was notified he needed to clean the sidewalks. Lawrence Miller grass-2nd complaint. Code Enforcement, Becky Goff is dealing with the situation.  Becky Goff and Chief Cecil will be issuing citations for code violations that have not been brought back into compliance within the timeframe given.
IN RE: Old Business
*Crown Vic: Hattie Massey stated she is waiting for Chief Cecil to fix the flat tire and to send her pictures of the Crown Vic. 
*Audit: Becky Goff stated she is working with the WV State Auditor’s Office.  
*Mayor Goff relayed the estimate for signs for the playground.  The total for all signs for the playground and streets is $1247.46.  This is for signs for the playground as well as new street signs for the school zone.  
*Mayor Goff informed the council that the road to the water tower will need to be fixed and cleared by the HLPSD, or the WV State Fire Marshall will not allow fireworks display.  Mayor Goff has spoken with HLPSD office manager, Lisa Powell, regarding this issue. 
IN RE: Unfinished Business: 
*Dilapidated structures update: Demolition of the old fire department began today.  Becky Goff is currently waiting on the service agreement from Patricia Porter for the RAISE grant.  
*Becky Goff is in the process of condemning The Franklin apartment building.  
*Mayor Goff relayed the quote to the council for street signs for the school zone.  The total quote for the playground and street signs is $1247.46.  Mayor Goff is going to discuss the quote with Principal Jeremy Kelch to see if Wetzel County Schools will pay for the street signs for the school zone.
*C-Note Amphitheatre is almost complete.  Mayor Goff wants events planned to utilize the amphitheater.
*Mayor Goff stated that the deck needs to be stained.  Mayor Goff said he is waiting to see if the town receives the beautification grant through EQT for funding of the stain.  Becky Goff told the Mayor, and the council Hattie Massey had earmarked money from previous beautification grant which was previously voted on by the council.  The town will reach out to Tom Powell to see if he is interested in staining the deck.
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*Mayor Goff informed the council Deputy Glasscock asked for a letter of intent to show support for the County Wide Radio system.
*A tree has fallen on JJ Kyer’s property onto Frontier phone lines.  Becky Goff called and reported this to Frontier.  Currently waiting on Frontier to come cut the tree out of their lines.
*Cindy Parsons reached out to Mayor Goff and asked if the town would be willing to trade 4th of July décor for the old flooring that was taken out of the old city building. The council discussed the topic and decided they are unable to trade items.  Hattie Massey will reach out to Cindy Parsons to see if she would be willing to sell the items to the 4th of July committee if Hattie Massey wanted the items. 
*Mayor Goff asked the council to consider donating the Hundred Cemetery back to the Methodist Church due to the town not having the funds to continue with upkeep of the cemetery. The council was concerned the church may not have the funds as well.  Mayor Goff is going to reach out to the church to have a discussion on the topic. 
*Mayor Goff discussed with the council that he had been contacted by Sandy Hunt regarding a WV Swing being placed in Hundred.  Mayor Goff is waiting on information to move forward and will update council when information is available.
*Mayor Goff discussed with the council about purchasing a fire/waterproof safe to place important information/documents/money from cash box into.  The council asked the Mayor to get quotes and report back to the council.
*The council discussed possibly making a curfew change from 10 pm to 9pm.  There have been complaints of younger children out all hours of the night.  Johanna Lemasters stated she would like the curfew to be 9pm. Joey McGlumphy expressed the curfew shouldn’t change because it is summer and kids should be out playing. The council will continue with the discussion at the next council meeting.
