*Maybert House aka The Franklin update:  Becky Goff is working with the owner, Mark Lachar, on an appeal extension agreement.  Becky Goff sent Mark Lachar and agreement drawn up my Taylor Potts.  If Mark Lachar complies with all components of the agreement, an extension to appeal the condemnation/demolition of the property located at 45 Pennsylvania Avenue will be granted.
*Curfew: the council has decided to table this discussion until a later date.
*We Care has moved out of the old city building and have been refunded the rent that was paid in advance. 
*Becky Goff will reach out to Tom Powell regarding the staining of the deck.
IN RE: Unfinished Business: 
*Dilapidated structures update: The fire department demolition completion is at a stand still due to the remaining wall possibly being the exterior wall of the structure beside it.  Becky Goff is working with Natalie Hamilton from Bel-O-Mar on the issue.  Abatement and demolition of the following structures: 3392 Hornet Highway, 76 Cleveland Street, 22 Belmont Street, and 58 Belmont Street will begin August 11, 2025, and August 14, 2025, respectively.  
*Mayor Goff reported Jeremy Kelch has ordered the street signs for the school zone.  Once the signs come in, the maintenance department will install the signs.
