Meeting called to order by Mayor Goff at 7:04 pm.
IN RE: Guest(s) Addressing Council: Patty Plyler addressed the council regarding the One-Way streets in the school zone.  Patty Plyer is concerned that she will have difficulty getting in and out of her vehicle.  Chief Cecil spoke to the council regarding the need of the one-way streets in the school zone.  Safety of the students is the most important concern. The council discussed the flow of traffic regarding the school zone.  Chief Cecil and the mayor spoke with Principal Kelch regarding the one-way streets.  Principal Kelch, Chief Cecil and Mayor Goff felt the one-way only needed to be during certain times of the day: 7:15am-8:15am and 2:15pm-3:15pm (give or take 14-30 minutes).  This will allow the residents in that area not to be inconvenienced. Chief Cecil apologized for not notifying the residents prior to the start of the one-way roads and he doesn’t feel it’s too much to ask to ensure the safety of the students. Patty Plyer suggested the students use the lot by her house for recess. Mayor Goff is going to discuss it with Principal Kelch. Chief Cecil explained state code that if the flashing lights are not on the fine isn’t as expensive as if the lights are flashing. Mayor Goff suggested using flashing lights all day.  Chief Cecil explained he had spoken with previous principal Beth Sigley to do this, and she did not want to have lights on all day.  Mayor Goff and Chief Cecil will speak with Principal Kelch about leaving the lights on all day to where the school zone will be 15 mph during school hours.  Johanna Lemasters stated this needs to be consistent all year long to avoid any confusion.  The council agreed.  Plum Street will be one way off High Street onto Hornet Drive. Hornet Drive will be one way going onto High Street.  High Street will be one way to Rt. 250.  Pine Street will be one coming off Rt. 250 before the old flower shop and exiting HHS beside Bragg’s residence.  Mayor Goff and Chief Cecil will speak with Principal Kelch about the update.

Shannon Allison stated they set up a bank account for the festival.  Shannon Allison asked Mayor Goff if they could use the sound system and Mayor Goff replied that they could use it.  Shannon Allison stated that they would have a hayride along with face painting, a maze, bounce houses, pumpkin carving, pie contest and much more. Hattie Massey requested Shannon Allison take “Hundred” out of the name so people would not get it confused thinking it was a Town of Hundred event.  Shannon Allison stated that she should not have to do that because she lives here, works here and pays money here.  Shannon Allison stated if she had to she would rename it. Mayor Goff stated to keep it because a lot of other people use the word Hundred.  Becky Goff asked Shannon Allison if she had gotten a limited liability insurance certificate.  Shannon Allison stated that she had.  Hattie Massey asked if they had worked out issues with supplying electricity to the stage.  Shannon Allison stated she had not.  Hattie Massey stated she would reach out to Cody Western for her.  Hattie Massey asked Shannon Allison if she discussed with Roger Tennant about putting T-posts in the field for the maze and she stated that Roger Tennant said he was fine with it.  Becky Goff asked if she had gotten porta-johns.  Shannon Allsison said she had 4 being donated. Shannon Allison stated that she and Cheyanne Tedrow are wanting to do other activities for the kids.
