IN RE: Complaints from citizens: complaint on Cleveland Street regarding Boston’s dogs: dog barking and disturbing neighbors. *Maybert House aka The Franklin update: Becky Goff is working with the owner, Mark Lachar, on an appeal extension agreement.  Becky Goff sent Mark Lachar and agreement drawn up my Taylor Potts.  If Mark Lachar complies with all components of the agreement, an extension to appeal the condemnation/demolition of the property located at 45 Pennsylvania Avenue will be granted.
*Bel-o-mar visited the Town of Hundred.  Mayor Goff is working with Bel-o-mar to get streets and parking lots (maintenance building, fire department, amphitheater, town hall) black top. 
*No current updates on community center.
IN RE: Unfinished Business: 
*Dilapidated structures update: The fire department demolition completion is at a stand still due to the remaining wall possibly being the exterior wall of the structure beside it.  Becky Goff is working with Natalie Hamilton from Bel-O-Mar on the issue.  Abatement and demolition of the following structures: 3392 Hornet Highway, 76 Cleveland Street, 22 Belmont Street, and 58 Belmont Street will begin August 11, 2025, and August 14, 2025, respectively.  
*Mayor Goff is still waiting on confirmation if Wetzel County Schools is giving the Town of the Hundred the football field.
IN RE: New Business: 
*HVFD monthly update: report available upon request
*HPD monthly update: report available upon request. Cruiser being decaled. Chief Cecil asked the mayor to mention the fuel cell that he purchased personally.  Possible idea for the town to purchase to save funds on fuel. 
* CNX representatives visited the Town of Hundred office. Becky Goff is working with CNX on a new lease for current trail, and extension of trail.
*Mayor Goff introduced the idea of having a steak fry with keg beer at the amphitheater with music for entertainment.  Johanna Lemasters stated Fire Chief Tom Powell is against the idea of alcohol.  
*Resignation of Councilperson Carolyn Hostutler.  Mayor Goff read Carolyn Hostutler’s letter of resignation. 
Motion:
Johanna Lemasters made a motion with regret to accept the resignation of Carolyn Hostutler as councilperson effective immediately.  Joe McGlumphy seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with three (3) in favor and zero (0) against. 
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*Upcoming training for office personnel: grant writing, judges training, clerk training. Mayor Goff is still trying to get a meeting with the governor.
*Becky Goff requested Delegate Sheedy to investigate getting bridge near the American Legion building reopened with the possibility of the Town of Hundred Town Hall being moved to that location.
*Becky Goff stated Denise Phillips with Stephanie’s All-stars requested to speak with council regarding the playground. Johanna Lemasters stated she had already spoken with Denise Phillips and handled the situation.  
*Maintenance Department will be marking “No Parking” and “One Way” in school zone.  There will be no parking beside Mr. Warner’s house (yellow house by entrance to HHS).
*Mayor Goff has had a certified electrician to look at the lights on the Rails to Trails. An update will be provided as the Mayor receives information.
