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IN RE: Collections
Hattie Massey reported to the council that Mark Lachar sent her an email and requested a payment plan of $500 a month and demanded she stop late fees.  Hattie Massey discussed this with Taylor Potts.  Taylor Potts suggested Hattie Massey accept the payment plan through the Wetzel County Magistrates office.
IN RE: Reports of Special Committees:  
Hattie Massey reported that Scott McGlumphy is wanting to have a booth for announcing his book that he wrote.  Scott McGlumphy is wanting to incorporate a wine tasting with Forks of Cheat Wineary and some members of the Christmas Around Town committee has concerns about this.  The council discussed the issue and found no issues with Scott McGlumphy having Forks of Cheat Wineary attending the Christmas Around Town. The Town of Hundred passed Ordinance 2024-02: Use of Town Property: Alcohol prohibited on Town Property; exception when permit issued.

Joey McGlumphy made a motion to allow Scott McGlumphy to have the wine tasting at the Christmas Around Town.  Alicia Bragg seconded the motion. The motion unanimously with three (3) in favor and zero (0) against. 
[bookmark: _Hlk176337955]IN RE: Resolution(s)/Petition(s)/Motions Considered or Received: Mayor Goff introduced Amendment 2025-02: Town of Hundred Ordinance License Taxes: Article 725: Section 725.02: License required: License Tax Levied: (B).  Mayor Goff read Amendment 2025-02 to the council.  This amendment will allow for all businesses within the Town of Hundred city limits to pay $30/year for business licenses for all businesses regardless of the type of business.  The amendment will be published in the Wetzel Chronicle for two weeks prior to the second reading. The amendment will be published in the Wetzel Chronicle on 9/24/2025 and 10/01/2025.
Motion:
Joey McGlumphy made a motion to publish Amendment 2025-02 in the Wetzel Chronicle for two weeks.  Alicia Bragg seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously with three (3) in favor and zero (0) against. 
IN RE: Reading of Ordinances: none
IN RE: Complaints from citizens: Keller’s dog on Cleveland Street. Mayor Goff notified Chief Cecil. Dirt bikes on the Rails to Trails. Pam Ray was concerned about the smell from 76 Cleveland Street demo. Mayor Goff and Code Enforcement Becky Goff checked into the smell it found it was just from the house be dilapidated. Garbage issues on Stewart Street have been turned over to the Wetzel County Sheriff’s Department.  Hattie Massey reported residents are complaining about the staining of the deck.   
IN RE: Old Business
Open Council seat: Mayor Goff read the one consideration letter for the open council seat.  Patty Plyer requested to be fill the open council seat.

The motion passed unanimously with three (3) in favor and zero (0) against.  Mayor Goff will swear Patty Plyer in at the next regular meeting on October 6, 2025.  
Garbage Truck AC issues: the council decided to wait until spring to have the AC fixed in the garbage truck once the new budget has been written.  
Opioid settlement: Mayor Goff signed the paperwork sent to the Town of Hundred and Hattie Massey returned.  
IN RE: Unfinished Business:

Demolition of 22 & 58 Belmont Street and 3392 Hornet Highway will continue.  Becky Goff is still working with Reclaim and Belomar regarding the wall of the old fire department.
Wetzel County Schools: football field: Mayor Goff is still waiting for an update from Principal Kelch regarding WCS giving the football field to the Town of Hundred. 
IN RE: New Business: 
Belomar Work Safety Training: Becky Goff applied for grant to get signage. 
New street signs needed: Several locations need signs to include: 8 stop signs.  Delegate Sheedy is working on getting the Town of Hundred used stop signs for the DOH.  Signs for the Rails to Trails from Belmont Street to Carnegie Addition to inform users of the area of the trail.  Mayor Goff stated a meeting with Hundred Area Pride will occur soon to discuss needs of trail.
Cintas: Hattie Massey discussed with the council to obtain Cintas for indoor/outdoor rugs and sanitizer stations.  The council agreed to allow for these purchases. 
Sheila Boston requested a handicap spot be painted in front of her house.  The council discussed this request and did not agree to add a handicap spot in front of Sheila Boston’s house.  The council agreed this is not done for any other residents only for businesses.  
New Office hours: Hattie Massey requested this be tabled until a later date. 
Trick or Treat will be October 31, 2025, from 6-7:30pm.  
Delegate Sheedy presented the idea of getting in-house postage service.  Delegate Sheedy will have the City of Cameron reach out to Hattie Massey.  
Becky Goff discussed with council on behalf of the garbage department: Mike Goodrich requested to change the garbage route.  He requested to change the residents from Pine Street to High Street to be moved to Friday pick up to help with the tonnage.  The council discussed this and agreed.  Hattie Massey will send a letter to those affected. 
Alicia Bragg discussed that moving forward any purchases over $500 will require a requisition that will be submitted to the mayor. The mayor will decide where the money will be allocated for the requisition before giving it to Hattie Massey.  Hattie Massey will have to give the mayor updated weekly reports so he will be aware of funding for each department.  Purchase orders will be required for all spending of funds except for utilities.
