*Garbage/Police customer accounts (late fees).  Hattie Massey realized the late fee on RVS was not correct.  Customers were not being charged the 10% late fee on past due accounts as per Ordinance.  Hattie Massey reported that she was able to correct the mistake.  Hattie Massey and Becky Goff have been delivering letters to customers with accounts more than 90 days past due. 
* Fuel Surcharge for garbage accounts:  The council discussed adding a fuel surcharge to garbage customers’ accounts to help with the rising cost of fuel.  Hattie Massey and Becky Goff will work on the charge amount and report to council.  The first reading of the ordinance amendment will be September 19, 2024.

*Mon Power:  Mon Power installed a new light on the Rail Trail and tore up a section of the trail.  Hattie Massey reached out to Mon Power, and they have a request to get the trail fixed.  Mon Power wanted some ideas on how to get the lights changed on the rest of the trail.  The council suggested they change all the lights and then fix the trail once the job is completed. 
*Fee for past due Street and Fire Fees:  Hattie Massey and Becky Goff requested the council to make an ordinance amendment to each of the ordinances to allow for a 10% fee added to customers who are more than 90 days past due.  The first reading of the amendments for each ordinance will be September 19, 2024.
*Playground:  Hattie Massey reported she has received all money for the playground from Stephanie’s Allstars, the WCC, and EQT.  She is lacking $349.  
Motion:  Alicia Bragg made a motion to use Beautification funds to pay the remainer of the playground cost.  Johanna Lemasters seconded the motion.  The motion carried with four (4) in favor and zero (0) against. 
* Becky Goff requested that citizen complaints be added to the agenda to make the council more aware of issues within the town.  The Council agreed.  
*Becky Goff reported that she has received the paperwork from the WVSAO to begin the process for the 2023-2024 fiscal year audit.
