We Process your Personal Data in order to fulfil obligations rising from law and/or use your Personal Data for options provided by law. We reserve the right to anonymise Personal Data gathered and to use any such data. We will use data outside the scope of this Policy only when it is anonymised. We save your billing information and other information gathered about you for as long as needed for accounting purposes or other obligations deriving from law, but not longer than required by the relevant tax authorities.
3. Sharing Your Information
We do not share your Personal Data with strangers or third parties.
Personal Data about you is only shared with our trusted partner names.co.uk who we use to administer the website and its performance. In this capacity names.co.uk may access and store information about your IP Address, details of your internet browser software and how you interact with this website.
We only work with Processing partners who are able to ensure an adequate level of protection to your Personal Data. 
We will only disclose your Personal Data to third parties or public officials when we are legally obliged to do so.
