Describe the scene clearly and visually. Focus on setting, style, motion, lighting, and mood. Avoid long paragraphs—short, descriptive sentences work best. Veo3 performs better with visual storytelling than detailed text instructions.

🖼️ Visual Style & Motion

Specify the visual style you want, such as cinematic, minimal, animated, or realistic. Include camera motion when relevant (slow pan, zoom, aerial view) to improve results and avoid static-looking clips.

⚠️ Important Limitations

Veo3 is not reliable for readable on-screen text, logos, charts, or UI demonstrations. Text may appear distorted or incorrect. If accuracy is required, add text later using video editing tools like Canva or Clipchamp.

✅ Responsible Use

Be transparent when using AI-generated video. Do not create misleading content, fake testimonials, or videos that appear to show real people or events without consent. Avoid uploading sensitive or confidential information.

🛠️ Best Practice Workflow

Use Veo3 to generate visual clips first. Download the video, then add titles, captions, branding, and accessibility features (such as closed captions) in a separate editing tool.
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
