What do Fr. Bruce and I need in order to equip and support this community in their mission as people who

Breaking the Silence 
Sherry Weddell describes a "Spiral of Silence" in many Catholic parishes, where we feel 
comfortable talking about parish politics or bake sales, but struggle to speak the name of Jesus. To 
become missionary disciples, we must break this silence. 
Evangelization is not about having all the answers or "fixing" people; it is about sharing the Great 
Story of Jesus and how He has touched our lives. This week, challenge yourself to mention your 
faith in a natural way. When someone asks about your weekend, mention the peace you found at 
Mass. When a friend is struggling, ask, "Can I pray for you?" By normalizing conversations about 
God, we create a culture where others feel safe to explore their own spiritual questions.
