Immanuel Asbury Seminary Scholarship Application

Immanuel Asbury Seminary Scholarship Description

Immanuel Church awards scholarships to professing members of Immanuel Church who are pursuing seminary education in preparation for ordination in the Global Methodist Church (GMC), and who have been approved as Certified Candidates for ordained ministry according to the Book of Doctrines and Discipline of the Global Methodist Church.

Scholarships are paid to the seminarian’s accredited and GMC approved seminary. Scholarships can be used for tuition, fees, campus housing, textbooks, and other supplies directly related to the recipient’s education.

Eligible applicants who meet the criteria listed below will be awarded an initial $2000.00 scholarship and a $1000.00 recurring scholarship for up to 3 additional years of seminary (a maximum of $5000.00) The recurring scholarship will be contingent upon updates provided by the applicant which may be published in church publications. 
1. Awards shall be made only when funds are available
2. The amount awarded shall be determined by the Scholarship Team / Trustees based on (1) available funds, (2) number of qualified applicants, (3) financial need, (4) academic progress, (5) faithfulness to calling and church involvement.
3. Renewal applicants must (1) submit an annual update, (2) provide proof of continued Certified Candidate status, (3) provide proof of satisfactory academic progress.
4. No award amount is guaranteed. 

Immanuel Scholarship Eligibility and Criteria

1. Applicants must meet the following minimum requirements to be eligible for this scholarship:
a. Must be a professing member of Immanuel Church.
b. Shall be active participants in Immanuel worship, missions, and/or church ministries.
c. Must provide documentation verifying that they have been approved as a Certified Candidate for Ordained Ministry in the Global Methodist Church (as defined through the process described in the GMC Book of Doctrines and Discipline (¶¶501-517)
d. Must be enrolled, or accepted to, Asbury Theological Seminary.
e. Must be pursuing a degree required for ordination in the Global Methodist Church. 
f. Applicants must demonstrate continued participation in the life and ministry of Immanuel Church, to the extent reasonably possible while enrolled in seminary.
2. Applicants must:
a. Complete the designated application form
b. Submit a written testimony describing: (1) Their call to ministry; (2) Their journey through the GMC candidacy process; (3) Their goals for ordained ministry
c. Provide verification of Certified Candidate status
d. Submit documentation of current seminary enrollment
e. Submit the application to the Scholarship Team
