! do Pedro. Pablo, apdstol
de los gentiles, predico a Cristo crucifica-
do a judios y griegos. Los dos, con la fuer-
za de la fe y el amor a Jesucristo, anuncia-
ron el Evangelio en la ciudad de Roma,
donde, en tiempo del emperador Neron,
ambos sufrieron el martirio: Pedro, como
narra la tradicion, crucificado cabeza abajo
y sepultado en el Vaticano, cerca de la via
Triunfal, y Pablo, degollado y enterrado en
la via Ostiense. En este dia, su triunfo es
celebrado por todo el mundo con honor y
veneracion. (T ¢.67)

San Pedro

San Pedro fue uno de los doce apdstoles de
Jesus. Sunombre era Simon, pero Jesus lo
llamo Cefas que significa “piedra” y le
dijo que seria la piedra sobre la que edifi-
caria Su Iglesia. Por esta razon, le conoce-
mos como Pedro. Era pescador de oficio y
Jesus lo llamo a ser pescador de hombres,

para darles a conocer el amor de Dios y el
mensaje de salvacion. El acepto y dejo su
barca, sus redes y su casa para seguir a
Jests. Pedro era de carécter fuerte e impul-
sivo y tuvo que luchar contra la comodidad
y contra su gusto por lucirse ante los de-
mas. No comprendié a Cristo cuando ha-
blaba acerca de sacrificio, cruz y muerte y
hasta le lleg6 a proponer a Jesus un ca-
mino mas facil; se sentia muy seguro de si
mismo y le prometio6 a Cristo que nunca lo
negaria, tan s6lo unas horas antes de ne-
garlo tres veces.

San Pablo

Su nombre hebreo era Saulo. Era judio de
raza, griego de educacion y ciudadano
romano. Nacid en la provincia romana de
Cilicia, en la ciudad de Tarso. Era inteli-
gente y bien preparado. Habia estudiado en
las mejores escuelas de Jerusalén.

Era enemigo de la nueva religion cristiana
ya que era un fariseo muy estricto. Estaba
convencido y comprometido con su fe
judia. Queria dar testimonio de €sta y de-
fenderla a toda costa. Consideraba a los
cristianos como una amenaza para su reli-
gion y creia que se debia acabar con ellos a

cualquier costo. Se dedic6 a combatir a los
cristianos, quienes tenian razones para
temerle. Los jefes del Sanedrin de Jerusa-
Ién le encargaron que apresara a los cristia-
nos de la ciudad de Damasco. En el ca-
mino a Damasco, se le aparecid Jesus en
medio de un gran resplandor, cay6 en tie-
rra y oy6 una voz que le decia: “Saulo,
Saulo, ;por qué me persigues?”’ ( Hechos
de los Apostoles 9, 1-9.20-22.).

Con esta frase, Pablo comprendi6 que Je-
sus era verdaderamente Hijo de Dios y que
al perseguir a los cristianos perseguia al
mismo Cristo que vivia en cada cristiano.
Después de este acontecimiento, Saulo se
levantd del suelo, y aunque tenia los ojos
abiertos no veia nada. Lo llevaron a Da-
masco y paso tres dias sin comer ni beber.
Ahi, Ananias, obedeciendo a Jesus, hizo
que Saulo recobrara la vista, se levantara y
fuera bautizado. Tomo alimento y se sintid
con fuerzas. Estuvo algunos dias con los
discipulos de Damasco y después empezo
a predicar a favor de Jesus, diciendo que
era el Hijo de Dios. Saulo se cambi0 el
nombre por Pablo. Fue a Jerusalén para
ponerse a la orden de San Pedro.
