Vegetarian and allergy-friendly adjustments available
Service, Travel & Extended Travel Fees (Private Chef Events)
To support off-site preparation, transportation, setup, and execution, the following flat fees apply to all Private Chef bookings:
Service Fee (Flat Rate per Event)
$100 for events within 20 miles of Kansas City
$150 for events within 21–40 miles of Kansas City
$200 for events over 40 miles from Kansas City
Service fees cover:
Off-site coordination and setup
Equipment transport and breakdown
Additional preparation and logistics required for private events
Travel Fee
$50 flat travel fee for events within 50 miles of Kansas City
Extended Travel & Lodging
Events requiring travel beyond a 50-mile radius of Kansas City are considered extended travel events and are handled separately.
Extended travel events:
Require a separate travel discussion and agreement
May include additional travel costs
May require lodging accommodations
Are not covered by standard service or travel fees
All extended travel and lodging details are discussed and confirmed prior to booking and reflected in the final contract and invoice.
Important Notes
Service and travel fees are flat rates, not per-person charges
Fees are applied once per event
Fees are separate from per-person menu pricing
All fees are confirmed at the time of booking
Final menu selections confirmed during consultation
Pricing will never exceed $25 per person for Indigenous community meals
